RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors approve continuing the cooperative stream
gaging program with the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) for the Ventura River near
Ventura station and adopt the resolution.

BACKGROUND:

Since 1961 Casitas and the USGS have maintained agreements for the USGS operation
of various stream and reservoir gaging stations within the District. In 1988, Casitas
assumed the operation of all subject stations, with the exception of the Ventura River near
Ventura gaging station that is located near the Foster Park Bridge. The USGS has reliably
provided Casitas, City of Ventura and Ventura County with information gathered from this
key gaging station.

Attached is a letter from the U.S. Geological Survey dated December 4, 2017 that outlines
the proposed source of funding for the gaging station program. The local cost share
portion of the agreement has increased to $15,300 from $14,700 for the 2017-18 water
year, a 4.1% increase. The City of San Buenaventura (Ventura) and Ventura County
Watershed Protection District (VCWPD) will continue to be partners with Casitas and
divide this cost equally. The actual cost to Casitas will be $5,100.

The cost for this agreement is included in the FY 2017-18 Budget. USGS has provided
two copies of a Joint Funding Agreement for Casitas to sign and return.

Whereas, Casitas Municipal Water District’s cost to have the U.S. Geological Survey
operate and maintain the Ventura River near VVentura stream gaging station during the November
1, 2017 to October 31, 2018 period will be $15,300;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Casitas
Municipal Water District that the General Manager is hereby authorized and directed on behalf of
Casitas to sign the Joint Funding Agreement in the form provided by the U.S. Geological Survey,
and request continuation of said cooperative arrangements during the period November 1, 2017
through October 31, 2018 at a fixed total cost of $15,300 to Casitas. Further, direct staff to seek
reimbursement of two-thirds of the $15,300 upon receipt of the billing from the U.S. Geological
Survey.

SUMMARY:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors authorize the General Manager to enter into
a Purchase Order Contract for an Arc Flash study to be performed on the recent electrical
upgrade at the Marion Walker Treatment Plant by Herzig Engineering for a cost of $8,545.

BACKGROUND:
The Marion Walker Treatment Plant had construction performed on the electrical system
earlier this year. An Arc Flash study needs to be performed on the section of the electrical

system that was affected by the construction.

A Request for Proposal (RFP) was submitted to four (4) engineering companies and three
(3) responses were received. The breakdown of results are:

Vendor S
Herzig Engineering S 8,545
Power Engineering Services S 76,440
DL Steiner S 17,780

Herzig Engineering provided the same Arc Flash service on the initial Arc Flash study of
the treatment plant at a satisfactory level.

The 2017/18 budget has $7,500 set aside for an Arc Flash study which has been exceeded
by $1,545 based on the results of the RFP request.

SUBJECT: RAISING VALVE CANS WITHIN CITY OF OJAlI AC OVERLAY PROJECT
DATE: NOVEMBER 29™ 2017

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended the General Manager approves the quote received from J & H Engineering
Inc. for raising CMWD water valve cans during their paving contract with the City of Ojai. The
estimated total cost of this project is $12,000 — $20,000 with a conservative likely cost of
$17,000. J& H is currently in the grinding portion of their contract and will begin paving
immediately. It is recommended that CMWD staff be authorized to proceed with the
administration of a contract.

DISCUSSION:

Bill Winfrey (J&H) recently contacted Jordan Switzer (CMWD) proposing to raise CMWD’s
water valve cans as they pave streets through their contract with the City Of Ojai. J&H stated
they could provide a discounted price as they are 1) already mobilized and 2) already providing
traffic control. The price quoted is $150 per “Slip Can” and $350 per “G-3 Box”.

This would save time spent by District Employees of locating and temporarily exposing valve
cans after they have been paved over. Furthermore, when accounting for bid sheet items of
the current annual paving contract (traffic control, raising can, paving, mobilization) the cost
savings is between $200 and $400 per valve can or approximately $20,000 for the entire
project.

There are roughly 70 valve-cans within the to-be-paved ROW. The maijority of valves on older
streets have been observed to have slip cans, and some are in the gutter/sidewalk or shoulder
and will not be raised. If approved, the total number and type of valve cans that are raised will
be tallied during the inspection process.

J & H Engineering Inc. is currently under contract with CMWD to pave Mallory Way and
Eucalyptus St following the recent main replacement for those streets.

SUBJECT: AUTHORIZE PURCHASE ORDER FOR TURBIDITY CURTAINS
DATE: DECEMBER 14, 2017

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors authorize the General Manager to sign a
Purchase Order with Abasco in an amount not to exceed $75,000.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION:

The Thomas Fire will leave a significant amount of ash and debris within the Lake Casitas
watershed. One tool to reduce the potential impacts to Lake Casitas water quality from the
debris and ash is a turbidity curtain.

Casitas is proposing to purchase 2000 feet of turbidity curtain. The curtain will arrive in 100
foot sections. Each section will have a float tube and 20 foot filter fabric curtain that hangs
from the float tube. The current plan is to install the curtains with Casitas staff and boats. The
curtains will be deployed at Santa Ana and Coyote arms. There will be sufficient curtain
amount to also deploy the curtains at one more location, possible at Ayers Creek or near the
intake structure.

Casitas will likely have to purchase some additional chain and cabling to anchor the curtains to
the shoreline. The deliver time for the curtains is approximately 4-5 weeks.

Fiscal Impacts:

The $75,000 will be from the emergency reserve account. Casitas will attempt to get
reimbursement from FEMA.
