GM Flood provided information on the HOBO project where we had difficulty
obtaining a 299 permit from the Forest Service to place monitoring devices on the creeks.
In 2019 Pueblo Water Resources was engaged to look at feasibility of the project for the
VRBO. A technical advisory committee issued a summary report stating there should be
more information before commencing on the project. Almost $200,000 has been spent at
that point and the board decided to put it on the watch list. Since then staff has been
looking at possibilities of getting grant funding for the bore for the preliminary estimates of
$2 million dollars to test the water quality and quantity. The project was expected to get
8,000 af. With wells you don’t know until you drill so there is a risk. Staff recommends we
continue to chase funding for a pilot bore to make the assessment about going forward
with the project.

Director Kaiser, Cole and Brennan are supportive of continuing to seek grants with
Director Cole suggesting we seek funding for the entire project. If the drilling does not
yield water then the project can be killed.

Director Hajas was not as enthusiastic as we do not have any answers to the
guestions the technical tem brought forward. Public money should not be used for
speculation and wildcat drilling. It detracts from real projects.

Director Bergen added it is a risky project which is why it has been percolating
along. The initial information came from Jordan Kear and was based on the Tecelote
tunnel. | see it as another emergency supply. Only used occasionally but it could give
our Health & Safety water we need. We won’t know unless we spend the money to find
out. What other sources of HS water do we have?

Direction was provided to staff to continue to explore funding on the project
including incorporating the issues the TAC committee raised and have it all included in
one project for the full amount.

RECOMMENDATION:

Approve the draft State Water Project (SWP) Water Supply Exchange Agreement with the City of
Ventura as presented and instruct staff to bring back the SWP Interconnection Cooperative
Agreement for Review.

BACKGROUND:

In January 2017, the Casitas MWD Board of Directors passed a motion dedicating $200,000.00
to the development of the feasibility study of a regional water infrastructure project to deliver State
Water Project water supplies to Western Ventura County.

The project partners are Calleguas MWD, the City of Ventura, the United Water Conservation
District, and Casitas MWD.

The alignment study and EIR was developed by Kennedy-Jenks Engineers over the following 2-
1/2 years at a cost of $115,142.20 to Casitas.

In June 2021, the Board requested a discussion on the costs and benefits of two State Water
Interconnection projects that the District has been considering: the Ventura-Santa Barbara
Counties Intertie Project and the Calleguas-Ventura Interconnection Project.

The topic was discussed further during the Special Board Meeting of July 27, 2021 with the Board
providing staff with direction to bring back information on a possible Exchange Agreement with
the City of Ventura that would be required for Casitas to receive a benefit from the project.

Casitas staff met with the staff of Ventura Water in September 2021 to discuss the various aspects
of an Exchange Water Delivery arrangement between the two agencies.

The Ad-Hoc Imported Water Projects Committee was subsequently assigned to review and
negotiate an Exchange Agreement with the City of Ventura.

At the September 28, 2022 Casitas MWD Board Meeting, Casitas staff presented a white paper
reviewing various aspects of alternative water supply projects including the Calleguas-Ventura
SWP Interconnection Project.
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During the October 12, 2022 Casitas MWD Board Meeting, Casitas staff indicated that an
exchange agreement involving Casitas MWD and the City of Ventura would be brought back to
the next Casitas MWD Board Meeting.

DISCUSSION:

As part the decision-making process on future District funding of the Calleguas-Ventura SWP
Interconnection Project with the City of Ventura, the Casitas MWD Board has requested that the
benefits of District funding of the project be identified through a water exchange agreement with
the City of Ventura.

This water exchange agreement would enable Casitas to require the City of Ventura to take
water service through the SWP Interconnection with the goal of saving local water supply in
Lake Casitas.

Aspects of the Draft Exchange Agreement with the City of Ventura:

e Thirty-year term with renegotiation possible after ten years.
e Exchange delivery of only Casitas’ State Water Project Table A allocation.
¢ Exchange supplies are subject to Casitas’ WEAP restrictions.

e The City of Ventura would reduce its demands from Lake Casitas in a like amount of the
exchange water that is delivered.

e Water supply delivered from the Calleguas-Ventura SWP Interconnection would only be
used for any supplemental supply that is needed within the in-District area (i.e. Casitas
boundaries) of the City’s water system. The City will calculate/report the water balance
as it currently does in its Water Service Agreement with Casitas.

e The City of Ventura will pay the Casitas Resale Gravity Volumetric water rate in place at
the time for exchange delivery of Casitas’ State Water Project Table A supply. The City
Staff have indicated that it is unwilling to accept any other arrangement in regard to this
cost.

o Water loss calculation capped at 6.5% for any particular year.

o When Lake Casitas is less than 50% full, Casitas can require that the City take Exchange
Water Supplies through the Interconnection which increases as the water level in Lake
Casitas decreases.

o Casitas has the ability to audit the City’s records in connection with this agreement.

Cost Considerations from the Exchange Agreement:

e Casitas MWD would pay the cost difference between the Casitas Resale Volumetric Rate
and the various wheeling and State Water Project (SWP) variable costs in this
arrangement, estimated at approximately $1,200 to $1,500 per Acre-Foot at this time.

o SWP and wheeling costs to deliver water through this project can be expected to increase
significantly in the future and Casitas’ water rates will need to be adjusted accordingly.
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BUDGETARY IMPACT:

Assuming the approval of this agreement as currently written, Casitas would be responsible for
the costs to deliver this water supply to the City of Ventura, over and above the Casitas
volumetric gravity rate in place at the time.

Casitas MWD'’s water rate study would need to take this into account to adjust water rates for all
Casitas’ customers including resale customers like the City of Ventura.

NEXT STEPS:

With the approval of the Exchange Agreement, the Casitas Board should review the SWP
Interconnection Cooperative Agreement that involves the rights and responsibilities of the
parties (Calleguas MWD, United WCD, City of Ventura, and Casitas) for the design,
construction, operation and maintenance of the SWP Interconnection Project.

CONCLUSION:

With the Exchange Agreement in place, Casitas’ participation in the Calleguas-Ventura SWP
Interconnection Project would have a defined benefit through the ability to conserve local water
supplies in Lake Casitas during times of drought.

Approval of the Exchange Agreement should be followed with a Casitas Board review of the
SWP Interconnection Cooperative Agreement.
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Exchange Agreement for Delivery of State Water Supplies within the In-District Service Area of the
City of Ventura

This agreement made this day of , 2022, between the City of San Buenaventura, a California
charter law municipal corporation, hereafter referred to as the “City”, and the Casitas Municipal Water
District, a California special district, hereafter referred to as “Casitas”. The City and Casitas shall
collectively be referred to herein as the “Parties”.

RECITALS

A. Whereas, in 1971 Casitas assumed the Ventura County Watershed Protection District’s
contract with the State of California Department of Water Resources contract for delivery of
20,000 Acre-Feet of State Water Project water; and

B. Whereas, Casitas subcontracted 10,000 Acre-Feet of the State Water Project water to the
City; and

C. Whereas, Casitas retained the contract to 5,000 Acre-Feet of the State Water Project water
supply; and

D. Whereas, through their participation in the State Water Project contract Casitas and the City
have rights to deliver imported water supplies in varying amounts from year to year through
the State Water Project; and

E. Whereas, the City intends to construct pipelines and other distribution system
improvements that would allow State Water deliveries from the eastern side of the City to
offset the City’s use of Lake Casitas water. These projects are referred to by the City as the
Eastside to Midtown Interconnection Project and the Midtown to Westside Interconnection
Project. Even with these projects completed, the City will not have facilities capable of
supplying water to the northwesterly portion of the City’s Casitas service area (referred to
as the 400-foot pressure zone). Therefore, in times that Ventura River cannot supply water
to these customers, the City does depend entirely on water from Lake Casitas to serve
customers in the 400-foot pressure zone; and

F. Whereas, Casitas is limited in its local supplies and intends to enter into this agreement in
order to extend the life of those supplies; and

G. Whereas, Casitas and the City seek to develop an agreement that allows for the delivery of
imported water supplies into Casitas’ in-District area of the City that will be in exchange of
the City’s demands from Casitas’ local supplies; and



H. Whereas, the parties acknowledge that cooperative management of regional water
resources can be achieved through coordinated and joint management activities; and

I.  Whereas, Casitas and City will enter into separate wheeling agreements with MWD and
Calleguas to convey SWP Water through MWD and Calleguas facilities to the new
interconnection pipeline; and

J.  Whereas, Casitas and City will enter into a separate agreement with United WCD and
Calleguas MWD that sets forth the terms by which each party will cooperate in the
financing, design, construction, operation and maintenance of the Interconnection Project;
and

K. Therefore, Casitas and the City enter into this agreement with aforementioned goal of
retaining local water supplies through delivery of imported water supplies for exchange.

Article 1
Definitions

1.1 Actual In-District Demand: The water purchased from Casitas and utilized by the City within Casitas’
boundaries for in-District use as certified by the City on an annual basis, as per Article 5 in this
agreement.

1.2 Fiscal Year: The period from July 1st of the current year to June 30th of the following year for each
year of the contract.

1.3 Casitas’ SWP Water: Table A water from Casitas’ SWP allotment, Article 56 water belonging to
Casitas and delivered from San Luis Reservoir, or Casitas’ available imported water from transfers or
exchanges with other State Water Project contractors.

1.4 Interconnection Project: The interconnection pipeline to the Calleguas MWD system that conveys
water to the City of Ventura’s service area. The Interconnection includes all facilities and reaches,
including pipeline, pressure reducing stations, meters, and the physical interconnection itself.

1.5 Lake Casitas Capacity: Related to elevation of lake, and equals a percentage of total lake capacity,
including dead storage.

1.6 Purchased Water: Water purchased by the City from Casitas as determined by City and Casitas
meters. This includes both imported supplies and Casitas MWD local supplies.

1.7 State Water Project Table A Water: Imported water supply from the California State Water Project
as enumerated in Table A “ANNUAL ENTITLEMENTS VENTURA COUNTY FLOOD CONTROL DISTRICT”
of the California Department of Water Resources water supply contract and further enumerated in
the related agreements between the City of Ventura, the United Water Conservation District and
Casitas MWD.
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1.8 State Water Project Article 56 Water: State Water Project Water Supply as defined in Article 56 of
the California Department of Water Resources water supply contract as relates to supplies owned
and controlled by Casitas.

1.9 Water Loss: The ratio of water lost from systems operations, non-revenue water, leaks, etc. Water
Loss shall be determined based on the following annual fiscal-year calculation:

Water Loss = (Citywide Water Production - Citywide Metered Sales)/Citywide Water Production

This Water Loss calculation will be made each year by the City and may be revised to meet State-
prescribed definitions and/or standards. For the purposes of this agreement, Water Loss shall not
exceed 6.5% within Casitas’ In-District boundaries.

Article 2
Term

2.1 Term of Agreement: This Agreement shall be in effect for 30 years from the date of its adoption by
both Parties, except as identified below in 2.2. It is subject to extension by mutual consent of both
Parties.

2.2 Renegotiation of key elements: After ten years, during calendar year 2032, either Party may request
in writing to renegotiate key elements of the Agreement. Upon receiving this request, the other
Party must enter negotiations in good faith on the key elements identified by the requesting Party.
The Parties will have one year from the date of the initial request to renegotiate all identified key
elements and adopt a revised Agreement. If, after one year, there is no agreement on all key
elements, the original requesting Party may give notice to the other Party that they wish to enter
into Mediation (see Article 8.7).

2.3 Other renegotiation: Should both Parties, by mutual consent, agree to renegotiate one or more key
terms, they may do so, with no time limit on this negotiation. If both Parties agree on revisions,
they may adopt a revised Agreement with the new terms. Under this section, with both Parties
mutually agreeing to renegotiate, neither Party may terminate the Agreement except as provided
herein.

Article 3
Scheduling and Delivery of Exchange Water Supplies

3.1 Casitas will decide on the delivery schedule of Casitas’ SWP water, with input from the City.
Scheduling of water supply for exchange will occur at least sixty (60) days prior to July 1% of the fiscal

year in which those supplies will be delivered.

3.2 The City will use exchange water supplies to offset their Actual In-District Demand of Casitas’ other
supplies in like amounts.
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3.3

3.4

3.5.

3.6

3.2.1 The City will certify the actual amount Casitas’ other supplies that have been offset within
District no later than August 31° for the previous fiscal year.

3.2.2 Casitas will verify the actual amount of Casitas’ other supplies that have been offset no later
than 60 days subsequent to the City’s certification.

SWP Limits: Under no circumstances may the exchange water delivered by Casitas to Ventura in any
year exceed available Casitas’ SWP water, in accordance with the annual delivery amounts
determined by Casitas. Casitas, at its sole discretion, may determine if it wishes to sell Article 56
water to the City in any year.

Minimum Exchange Delivery Requirements: In order to preserve the level of Lake Casitas, City agrees
to purchase exchange water from Casitas through the Interconnection in exchange of taking
deliveries from Lake Casitas. Casitas will decide on the delivery schedule of this water, with input
from the City and will depend on the availability of imported water as well as the ability of the other
agencies to deliver the water. The minimum percentage of in-District demands to be purchased
through the Interconnection Project by the City, if Casitas’ SWP water supply is available, will be
defined by the level in Lake Casitas, as defined below:

3.4.1. Lake Casitas at 50% or Higher: No Exchange Requirement.

3.4.2. Lake Casitas at 50% to 40%: City must purchase up to 50% of its estimated in-District
demands, as requested by Casitas, through the Interconnection.

3.4.3. Lake Casitas at 40% to 30%: City must purchase up to 60% of its estimated in-District
demands, as requested by Casitas, through the Interconnection.

3.4.4. Lake Casitas 30% to 20%: City must purchase up to 75% of its estimated in-District demands,
as requested by Casitas, through the Interconnection.

3.4.5. Lake Casitas Below 20%: City must purchase up to 80% of its estimated in-District demands

through the Interconnection, or the maximum potential exchange purchase, excepting the
City’s 400-foot zone if supply from Ventura River is not adequate.

Maximum Exchange Delivery for In-District Demands: The volumes defined in Section 3.4 are

minimum values. In any year, the City and Casitas may mutually agree to deliver additional Casitas
exchange water through the Interconnection. Notwithstanding anything in this agreement, the
City’s total purchases from Casitas will be subject to WEAP allocations for demand management
purposes. The limit of total water delivered from all water sources by Casitas to Ventura in any year
shall be the City’s Actual in-district demand in that year. Should deliveries to the City exceed its
calculated Actual in-District demands for that year, the City agrees to reduce its demand on Casitas
Municipal Water District sources by a like amount over the next year. The City will provide records
to Casitas upon completion of the demand reduction.

. Casitas Exchange Delivery Opt-Out Provision: In any consecutive five-year period, Casitas shall have

the option of opting out of this Agreement for up to one year. In that year, Casitas will make no

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water available to City through the Interconnection. In these years, Casitas will notify City no later
than March 1 of its intent to opt out, and all water sold to City in that year shall be from Lake
Casitas.

Article 4
Costs of Delivery of Exchange Supplies

4.1 Casitas will pay all delivery costs, including DWR variable OMP&R costs, wheeling costs, and other
costs associated with delivery, for all water sold to the City under this Agreement.

4.2 The City will be responsible to pay Casitas the then in place Casitas Resale Gravity Volumetric rate
for the delivery of exchange water supplies.

4.3 Costs of a particular exchange transaction will be reconciled by the June 30 of the subsequent fiscal
year.

4.4 If the requirements of Section 3.5 cannot be met, for any of Casitas’ water delivered to the City that
exceeds In-District demands, the City shall reimburse Casitas:

1) The volume of water through a State Water Project transfer; and

2) All variable delivery costs associated with said water, including wheeling charges and any other
costs that are incurred based on the amount of water delivered.

The City shall be allowed the subsequent two years to complete this requirement.

Article 5
Certification Procedures

5.1 The City shall annually certify whether it achieved Water Balance. The certification shall identify
Purchased Water, Actual In-District Demand, and Water Loss. The City shall provide its Annual
Certification no later than the last business day of August. The Annual Certification shall cover the
period of July 1 to June 30 of each fiscal year. The City will use its best efforts to accurately calculate
Actual In-District Demand and Water Loss. The Parties agree to the following calculation for
determining Water Balance:

Water Balance = Purchased Water - Actual In-District Demand - Water Loss

Water Balance: The City achieves Water Balance when the above calculation equals a negative

number or zero.
Article 6
Verification and Audit Procedures

6.1 Casitas will review Ventura’s Certification information to ensure the exchange water is being used in-
District.
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6.2 The City shall allow Casitas access to metering equipment for purposes of monitoring and inspection.

6.3 The City will provide sufficient detail in order for Casitas to audit transactions under this agreement
including access to the City’s records.

Article 7
Modification

7.1 No alteration, change, or modification of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in
writing and signed by both Parties hereto and approved by appropriate action of the governing
bodies of the Parties.

Article 8
General Provisions

8.1 CEQA

The Parties will be individually responsible for compliance with CEQA (if any) as required by law or their
agency’s internal requirements.

8.2 Indemnification

The Parties agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless each other including its officers, agents

and employees, from and against any and all liability, damages, costs, losses, claims, and expenses,
however caused, resulting directly or indirectly from or connected with the negligent performance of
the Agreement (including, but not limited to, such liability, cost, damage, loss, claim, or expense arising
from the death of or injury to, or damage to property of each Party or their respective employees or
agents), except to the extent that such liability, damages, costs, losses, claims, or expenses are caused
by the negligent or wrongful acts or omissions of each Party or any of each Party’s agents or employees.

8.3 Entire Agreement

This writing embodies the entire agreement and understanding between the Parties hereto, and
there are no other agreements and understandings, oral or written, with reference to the subject
matter hereof that are not merged herein and superseded hereby, it being the intent of the Parties
that neither shall be bound by any terms, conditions, or representations not written here.

8.4 Notices

All notices given or required to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be in writing and may be
given by personal delivery, mail, or email if the email is followed by mail. Notices sent by mail shall
be addressed as follows:

8.5 Representation of Authority

Each Party represents and warrants to the other that the execution and delivery of this Agreement

and the performance of such party's obligations hereunder have been duly authorized and that the
Agreement is a valid and legal agreement binding on such parties and enforceable in accordance with its
terms.

8.6 Invalidity and Severability

If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid, illegal, or otherwise unenforceable by a court of
competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

8.7 Mediation

Unless otherwise agreed in writing, if the Parties cannot agree upon a resolution of the key elements of
the agreement within one year of the request noted in Section 2.2, the dispute shall be submitted to
mediation prior to commencement of any legal action or termination of the Agreement. The following
elements shall apply to said Mediation:

¢ Mediation shall be no less than one (1) full day (unless agreed otherwise by the Parties).

¢ Cost of the mediation shall be paid in equal proportion between the Parties.

¢ The mediator shall be agreed to by the Parties or appointed by the Superior Court of California upon a
suit or motion for appointment of a neutral mediator.
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Upon completion of mediation pursuant to this Article 8.7, if the controversy has not been resolved, any
party may exercise option for termination or other legal action under this Agreement by serving a Notice
of Termination.

Approve revised Casitas MWD Reserve Policy as presented

BACKGROUND:

Changes to the Casitas Reserve Accounts necessitate some changes to the Casitas Reserve

Policy.

The Finance Committee reviewed the revised policy at their October meeting and recommended
passing the revised policy to the Board of Directors for discussion and possible approval.

DISCUSSION:

Changes to the Casitas MWD Reserve Policy;

Safe Drinking Water Reserve: This reserve was for payments in relation to the acquisition
of the Mira Monte water system. This obligation has been paid off this thus this reserve
account has been removed

OPEB Reserve: Moved from Unrestricted to Restricted reserve type. Funds are currently
held in a trust account.

Adjudication Funds Reserve: Added as a result of the funds being collected from
customers as a result of an additional service charge added in 2020.

Cash Flow Reserve: Name change to Operating Reserves. Target level set at 25% of
Operations Budget.

Variation in Water Sales: language added that outline when funds will be added or
removed from the account based on budgeted revenues vs. actual revenues

Capital Reserve: Language added to the Target Level that the reserve level will be further
reviewed once Capital Planning is nearer to completion.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

No direct financial impact is anticipated at this time as a result of the revised policy.
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Municipal Water District

Draft Reserve Policy
October XX, 2022

Purpose

A key element prudent finical planning is to ensure that sufficient funding is available for current
operating, capital, and debt service needs. Additionally, fiscal responsibility requires anticipating the
likelihood of, and preparing for, unforeseen events. Casitas Municipal Water District (“District” or
“CMWD”) will strive to have sufficient funding available to meet its existing operating, capital, and debt
service obligations in a manner consistent with its Operating Budget and Capital Spending Plan. The
District has established reserves for operational stability and for future capital needs in order to
minimize significant rate fluctuations due to unforeseen and unexpected cash flow requirements.
Reserves may be designated for specific purposes with minimum balances consistent with statutory
obligations. The Reserve Policy is intended to ensure that the District has sufficient funds to meet
current and future needs.

General Provisions

The District maintains the reserves in separate designated accounts within its accounting system in a
manner that ensures financial soundness and provides transparency. Maintaining reserves at
appropriate levels is a prudent, ongoing business process that consist of regular assessment and
application of various funding alternatives. Either alone or in combination with each other, these
alternatives may include rates, loans and grants, debt financing, investment of funds, and levels of
capital expenditures.

The Board of Directors along with the General Manager will be responsible for managing the reserves.
The Board must authorize all the expenditures for the reserve funds and approve any reallocation of
funds or any transfers among the reserves. The balance of the reserves will be reviewed annually to
evaluate the goals and propose of each reserve and make adjustments as necessary.

Definitions

Restricted Reserves: Restrictions on the use of these funds are imposed by an outside source such as
creditors, grantors, contributors, laws or regulations governing use.

Unrestricted Reserves: These funds have no externally imposed use restrictions. The use of unrestricted
funds is at the discretion of the Board. Unrestricted funds are designated for a specific purpose, which is
determined by the board. The Board has authority to redirect the use of these funds as needs change.
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District Specific Reserves

The District maintains the following reserves:

Restricted

Unspent Bond Proceeds:
1. CFD 2013-1 Improvement Fund

e Purpose- Established as a condition of each bond issue. The funds are restricted for use
designated in the bond’s Official Statement.

e Use of reserves- May be used as designated in the official statement which include costs
incurred to plan, design, engineer, finance, supervise, construct, and install, inspect, and
obtain necessary permits for the purchase, construction, improvement, or rehabilitation
to property or facilities with in the CFD boundaries

Capital Reserves:
1. Capital Facilities Reserve

e Purpose and use of reserves- Funds are used to fund capital projects or the
rehabilitation, enhancement or replacement of capital assets as they reach the end of
their useful life. Staff recommends capital projects during the annual budget process
and as these projects are approved, funds are appropriated from reserve funds or
available revenues.

o Target Level- No specific target level. The District may set aside capital moneys for
replacement funds on a project-by-project basis.

Other Post-Employment Benefits (OPEB)
e Purpose and use of reserves- Non-pension benefits provided to employees after
employment ends and includes health insurance coverage for retirees and their families.
The District currently funds OPEB on a pay-as-you-go basis, paying an amount annually
equal to the benefits distributed or claimed that year. If necessary funds can be used to
pay down the District’s obligations.
e Target Level- No specific target level.

. Adjudication:
1. Adjudication Funds Reserve
e Purpose and use of reserves - Funds collected through charges to customer water
bills that fund costs of Adjudication.
e Target Level - No specific target level.
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Unrestricted

Operationaling Reserves:
1. Cash-Flew-ReserveOperating Reserves
e Purpose and use of reserves- This reserve may be routinely utilized by staff to cover
temporary cash flow deficiencies caused by timing differences between revenue and
expenses, unexpected decreases in revenues and increase in expenses, and to fund
improvement capital projects.

e Target Level- Fundingferthisreservetflucivatesbased-entherevenuereceived-fram
watersales:25% of the operations budget

Emergency Reserves:
1. Storm Damage
e Purpose and use of reserves- This reserve may be used to cover temporary cash flow
deficiencies related to maintenance and repair activities related to storm damage.
e Target Level- No specific target level.

2. Variation in Water Sales
e Purpose and use of reserves- - This reserve may be utilized to cover temporary cash flow
deficiencies caused by reduction in water sales.
e Target Level- No specific target level but will-staff will recommend funds be added when
there are excess water sales revenues and removed when water sales revenues are
deficient.

Capital Reserves:
1. Capital fmprovements-Replacement

e Purpose and use of reserves- Funds are used to make improvements to existing
infrastructure. Staff recommends improvement projects during the annual budget
process and as these projects are approved, funds are appropriated from reserve funds
or available revenues.

e Target Level- No specific target level. When the capital replacement schedule is
completed a specific target level can be set by the District to fund future projects.-Fhe

2. Alternate Water Supply Study
e Purpose and use of reserves- This reserve may be used for costs associated with
alternate water supply development and acquisition.
e Target Level- No specific target level.
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3. Conservation Penalty
e Purpose and use of reserves- Established to accumulate funds received from customers
for penalties associated with consumption. This reserve may be utilized to cover costs
associated with conservation activities and water supply development and acquisition.
e Target Level- Funding for this reserve fluctuates based on the revenue received from
conservation penalties.

Recommend the Board of Directors set reserves for the 2022/2023 fiscal year as recommended.

DISCUSSION:
Reserves for the fiscal-year-end 2021/2022 are calculated as follows:

Restricted:
Capital Facilities - Has been increased from $159,641 to $322,327 a total of $162,686.
Safe Drinking Water- Has been removed.

BACKGROUND:

The District estimates 70 sacrificial anodes are installed on the existing Casitas dam intake
structure which provides protection to prevent corrosion of critical facilities to maintain water
supply from Lake Casitas.

The anodes were originally installed at the facility in 1965 and require replacement due to the
useful life of each anode nearing its end. District staff has replaced all anodes above the water
line which totals 25. To take advantage of the low water level the District recommends replacing
as many of the anodes as possible without requiring substantial dive equipment due to
extensive safety dive requirements. Of the 45 anodes that remain below the water line,
approximately 27 are expected to be replaced to reach a depth permitted by standard dive
requirements.

Three prices were solicited and two bids were received as shown in Table 1.

Casitas will purchase the anodes plus other materials separately thus material costs are
estimated amount at $7,000. The attachment hardware will need to be machined which is
estimated to cost another $7,000.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION:

Casitas Municipal Water District (District) has a small service area in the Camp Chaffee
community in Foster Park. The water system relies on the level in Lake Casitas to maintain
pressure in the service zone. With the lake level dropping, service pressure to the Camp
Chaffee system will drop too low to be fed by gravity. A preliminary design report was completed
in 2019 which recommended installation of a skid-mounted booster pump to serve the
community when pressures are below the required minimum of twenty pounds per square inch

(psi).

The District received a proposal from Cannon Corporation (Cannon) to provide services to
update the preliminary construction cost estimate, and provide complete design services which
includes survey, design plans and specifications, and assistance with Southern California
Edison (SCE) and Ventura County. Their proposal includes these services in an amount not to
exceed $39,250.

BUDGET IMPACT:

The budget for fiscal year 2022-23 did not include a line item for the project. The proposed
services cost $39,250. A contingency is included to cover SCE fees and assistance with
easement acquisition.

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING

Casitas Municipal Water District (District) has a small service area in the Camp Chaffee area that
relies on lake levels to maintain pressure in their service zone. With lake levels dropping, service
pressures to the Camp Chaffee area will drop too low to run on a gravity feed system. The
District would like to install a skid mounted booster pump to serve the community when
pressures are below the required pressure, as well as provide fire flows to the community. A
preliminary design report has been completed, and the District would like to construct the
facility. Electrical service to run the pump will need to be installed. A temporary generator can
run the pump until service is established. The pump station will be located on an easement
within Ventura County Parks property.

construction. Southern California Edison (SCE) fees and County property easement costs
shall be supplied by others but will be included if they are able to be obtained. (We will
reach out to SCE and Hamner Jewell & Associates to inquire).

e A preliminary design and construction schedule will be prepared that will outline the
overall estimated duration of the project. We will coordinate with the skid-mounted
pump station vendor to estimate anticipated lead times for the equipment, with SCE for
meter pedestal and transformer lead times, and with the County and Hamner Jewell for
easement acquisition timelines.

e Once a preliminary site layout and load determination has been made, we will assist in
coordination efforts with SCE for securing power to the proposed site. The District will
be the lead, but our team will help prepare the application and exhibits needed for the
District to submit the application for power.

e The original intent of the project was to replace all the water mains in the Camp Chaffee

based on the existing 4-inch and 6-inch water mains in the development and prepare a
summary memo with the new design parameters.

Task 2 Survey

The area where the new skid-mounted pump station will be located is on County owned
property. While we have obtained general topographical information for the Foster Park
development, there is no available information for the new pump station site. Our survey crew
will perform a ground survey of the County park property and roadway to obtain surface
features of the work area, recover the boundary, process the topo, and prepare a base map for
site layout and design. Survey will include gathering information on existing corridor features,
including edges of pavement, fences, utility poles, driveways, drainage swales, nearby above
ground structures, above ground cable, electrical boxes, fire hydrants located within or adjacent
to the project, water system appurtenances, sanitary sewers and storm drain manholes, catch
basins and inlets with inlet and invert elevations, and locations of trees that are four inches in
diameter or greater within or adjacent to the project work areas.

Task 3 Design Plans

We will prepare and submit design plans for the project so it can be bid on and constructed in a
timely manner. The design plan will provide a location map and site plan/layout of equipment
and electrical components with sufficient information to construct the facility. The plan will be
utilized to submit to SCE for installation of a meter pedestal. Details of the piping connections,
pumps, electrical equipment, and hydropneumatic pressure tank will be included. We will obtain
pertinent operations and record drawing information needed for design and prepare a
preliminary layout plan and an outlined materials list for the equipment needed to complete the
booster pump station installation. Coordination with the skid-mounted pump station supplier
will be provided, as well as coordination on locating the site within County Parks Department
property.

Task 4 County Property Acquisition Coordination and Exhibits

The pump station location is slated to be on County Parks property at the intersection of Camp
Chaffee Road and Casitas Vista Road. The District will need to obtain an easement for the
property needed for the pump station site. It is our understanding that preliminary
investigations have been completed to obtain this property. In order to finalize easements for
the pump station, certain exhibits will need to be completed. Our survey team will help with
coordination and assist the District and Hamner Jewell in preparing the necessary easement
document exhibits required for this acquisition. These will consist of a legal description and plat.

SCHEDULE

The final bid package will be delivered as quickly as possible so the SCE application can be
submitted, and the project can be bid and pump equipment can be ordered as soon as possible.

Director Brennan indicated that the Frequent Visitor Decal (FVD) was an adequate mechanism
for those that visit the lake on a regular basis can receive a discounted entry cost.

SUBJECT: RECOMMENDATION TO IMPLEMENT STAGE 4 DROUGHT
FORTHWITH

Dear Directors of the Casitas Municipal Water District,

Lake Casitas’ water level is expected to drop to the Stage 4 Drought trigger
point in the next few weeks for the first time in its 64-year history. This
coincides with one of the State’s most severe drought periods at the onset of
what is expected to be another less than average rainy season.

This creates a difficult decision for the Casitas Board because no one knows
how much rain we might receive this year and it can be confusing for
customers to move back and forth between drought stages. But the impact
of imposing Stage 4 in June and then possibly Stage 5 in August would be
worse in our opinion.

A look back at historical trends have proven to be a good indicator of what to
expect in the coming months. In the fall of 2018, the National Weather Service
(NWS) forecast an “equal chance of normal rain” in the winter of 2019
(Figure 1).

The prediction came to fruition: in January 2019 the lake level dropped to a
record low of 30.4% then later in January, February, and March it rained 21
inches and lake level rose to 45%. The Casitas Board elected to stay at
Stage 3 and it worked out well.

However, this fall, the NWS has forecast a third consecutive La Nina event with a strong “below
normal” chance of rain predicted this winter but with a wetter fall, similar to last year (Figure 2).

Also see NOAA's success rate over the last five years in Figure 3 below. It shows that NOAA'’s ability
to estimate the future magnitude of a rain year is improving.

Casitas MWD projects the lake will provide sufficient water for another 3 to 4 years if no significant
rain is received, and current water demands remain constant. Lake Casitas was designed for a 21-
year drought design life, but we may need more than the 21-year life.

The VRWD Board and the Casitas Board are concerned about providing adequate fire protection in
our service areas where water pressure is dependent on the depth of water in the lake. Each of our
agencies are in the process of purchasing booster pumps to maintain adequate fire flows from fire
hydrants as the lake drops. These booster pumps cannot be installed for about a year because they
must be designed, manufactured and installed. Reducing water usage will help maintain the depth of
the lake and fire flows in the areas served by gravity flow from the lake until the booster pumps can
be installed.

The Board of Directors of the Ventura River Water District recommend that Casitas implement Stage
4 at this time rather than postponing until the Spring of 2023. We would like to note that although it is
commendable that customers have exceeded conservation efforts beyond the Stage 3 requirements,
additional conservation efforts are still needed to prolong the lake’s water supply.

There is a strong probability that if Stage 4 is postponed until May or June, higher water demands
would continue for another 6 months, and we could be faced with a Stage 5 Drought declaration as
early as August. This would provide little time for customers to adjust to Stage 4 water restrictions
before being thrust into Stage 5. Implementing a Stage 4 Drought Declaration now will encourage
customers to adapt to increased conservation efforts and encourage converting landscapes to low-
water plants, implement rainwater capture systems and greywater reuse. Winter is the best time to
get replacement plants established compared to waiting for May or June.

With regard to conservation and drought resiliency, VRWD encourages the Casitas Board to follow
their established policies in the WEAP and implement a Stage 4 Drought Declaration now.
