Julia responded that we have done extensive geo tech and have recommendations on
addressing that and the horizontal directional drilling will be 100 feet deep at some points.
President Hajas thanked him for his support adding that the Rincon area may be the greatest
beneficiary of this project.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Board of Directors deny this request.

BACKGROUND:

Casitas MWD’s Community Facilities District 2013-1 was enacted by the Casitas MWD Board of
Directors during a public hearing on March 13, 2013 subsequent to a petition of the customers of
Golden State Water Company’s Ojai System.

A special election was held in August of 2013 authorizing the District to assess properties within
the boundaries of Casitas MWD’s CFD 2013-1 for the purpose of acquiring the assets of Golden
State’s Ojai Water System and make capital improvements thereon.

In conjunction with the creation of CFD 2013-1, David Tausig and Associates (DTA) (a consultant
hired by Casitas) developed a Rate and Method of Apportionment (RMA) in order to collect funds
from the properties within the CFD that would pay costs.

In September 2022, Dr. Robert Feiss contacted Casitas staff indicating that his property had not
been properly assessed and has requested a refund of funds collected going back to when CFD
2013-1 was initiated.

DISCUSSION:

The Rate and Method of Apportionment (RMA) developed for the Casitas MWD CFD 2013-1
uses a few different metrics to calculate the assessment for a particular property with one of
those metrics being lot size.

Dr. Robert Feiss contacted Casitas indicating that he had been working with the Ventura County
Assessor’s Office and that his lot size hadn’t been properly calculated and changed from 1.0
Acre to 0.99 Acres.

One of the criteria in the CFD 2013-1 assessment method is a 1.0-acre threshold wherein a lot
size of less than 1.0 acre would reduce the assessment approximately $800 per year.

David Tausig and Associates (DTA) will pull data for the FY 2023-2024 tax roll in spring of 2023
and Dr. Feiss’ assessment will be reduced through the County’s change going forward however,
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Dr. Feiss has requested that the difference be refunded going back to the inception of CFD
2013-1 in 2013. This would amount to refund of $5,571.12.

Staff Analysis

Historically, there was one other instance where Casitas provided a refund of a CFD 2013-1
assessment which involved an error committed by the District's consultant wherein a property
was assessed when it should not have been.

Dr. Feiss’ situation is different in that this is a change in the physical characteristics of a property
after the assessment was decided upon, vetted with the public, and bonds were sold.

The funds collected from Dr. Feiss have already be paid to the bond holders via the yearly
payments to the bond holders (i.e. Casitas is not in possession of these funds). This refund
would require use of any ‘over-collection’ of CFD 2013-1 funds that have occurred.

The CFD typically does over-collect some funds each year which is used to pay the
administrative costs of the CFD.

Staff's concern is that to set a precedent of making refunds going back several years could
result in a large refund in the future for which there are no CFD 2013-1 funds available.

Section G of the RMA indicates: “No refunds shall be given in the current Fiscal Year.”, which
could be interpreted to mean that refunds would be paid subsequent to the current fiscal year.

As a compromise and in order to provide clarity regarding refunds of 2013-1 levies, the District
could institute a policy of only refunding the amount for the fiscal year in which the request is
made. There would be a high likelihood that sufficient CFD 2013-1 funds would be available in a
subsequent year to make refunds such as this.

The ability for the Casitas Board to make an interpretation regarding refunds is provided for in
Section G of the RMA, Appeals and Interpretations:

The CFD Administrator may interpret this Rate and Method of Apportionment for purposes of
clarifying any ambiguity and/or making determinations relative to the annual administration of
the Special Tax and any landowner or resident appeals. Any decision of the CFD Administrator
shall be final and binding as to all persons.

CONCLUSION:

1. The Board of Directors deny this request since the funds are already in the possession
of the bondholders.

2. Adopt a ‘no-refund’ policy in order to limit the CFD’s financial exposure to future refund
requests and provide clarity for the public.

This correspondence is in follow-up to our recent conversation on Thursday, October 6, 2002. | apologize for the
delay in getting this information to you. Unfortunately, | have experienced some technical (computer) issues regarding
the attached files.

Firstly, I would like to thank you for your follow-up call and your supportive comments. As you may recall this matter
centers around

parcel # 019-0-070-200 (910 EI Toro Rd, Ojai 93023 - our residence) and the special tax assessment that started in
2013.

That special tax pertains to the passage of the referendum that allowed Casitas Municipal Water District to purchase
Golden State Water

Company's "investment/involvement" in Ojai.

For more than 25 years | was a very outspoken critic of Golden State Water Company, testifying before the Public
Utilities Commission,

speaking at public forums, writing articles in the newspaper, and bringing actions against Golden State Water
Company

(all of which were decided on my, and the community's, behalf). | was extremely active in Ojai Flow and have been an
ardent advocate

for Casitas Municipal Water District.

Additionally, | worked with Cinnamon Macintosh (from Casitas Municipal Water) on projects regarding drought tolerant
landscaping and
the design and implementation of water conservation and reclamation systems.

Accordingly, with the passage of the referendum, | understood and accepted the responsibility of having to "pay the
price" and my "fair" share

of the increased tax burden brought on by the purchase of Golden State Water in Ojai. As we all know, the amount of
that tax burden became

larger than initially anticipated and was predicated, and determined, by the reported (not necessarily actual or
accurate) parcel size as it

appeared on the county records. As has become only recently apparent, due to no fault of our own, and due to
Ventura County's error, and

perhaps a lack of due diligence, our parcel has been found to be less than 1 acre. Accordingly, we have had to incur
the additional burden

of "over paying" our property taxes since 2013.

Upon becoming aware of this error, | immediately contacted Casitas Municipal Water District (as revealed in my
attached correspondences),

explained the situation, immediately contacted the Ventura County Tax Assessor's Office, and provided all of the
requested documentation that

| was told would rectify the situation. Since that time it seems as though | have encountered one bureaucratic obstacle
after another, with little

evidence of a good faith solution offered to us.

Clearly, | do not feel that my family and | should be burdened or encumbered by the wrong doing of Ventura County's
reporting system and/or

the failure of accurate due diligence prior to assigning the amount of the assessed tax increase per parcel based upon

size. Accordingly, | firmly

and ardently believe that we are entitled to a reimbursement/ refund of the over payment of taxes dating back to 2013.

As | clearly stated, | am 63
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certainly amenable to working out a solution with Casitas Municipal Water District and / or The Ventura County Tax
Collector's Office,that

"works for everyone". | cannot express how strongly | feel that this is the right and just course of action. Additionally,
although not desired, as |

understand, there is legal precedent to support this. | understand that CMWD may have concerns about this becoming
a "larger/ more

generalized" concern. | would be willing to sign a non-disclosure / confidentiality agreement upon reaching an
agreeable solution.

In closing, once again thank you very much for your folllow-up, communication, and support. Please find attached
some files that will illustrate

the many (but not all) communications that | have had with The County and with CMWD. Unfortunately, | have
experienced some computer issues

while attempting to compress the file. Therefore, not wanting to delay any further, | am forced to send them in this
format. As noted above, this

certainly does not represent even a quarter of the communications regarding this issue that are in the file. These are
merely some of the most recent

correspondences that reflect the "communication thread" and trend. | did not want to inundate you with unnecessary
files; however, if you, or the

committee, need/desire more information and records | will be happy to provide them.

DTA, Inc. ("DTA") and Casitas Municipal Water District ("CMWD") have reviewed your inquiry of
the Casitas Municipal Water District Community Facilities District No. 2013-1 (Ojai) ("CFD No.
2013-1") special tax relating to Assessor Parcel Number 019-0-070-200 ("Subject Property"),
and more specifically the potential acreage adjustment of Subject Property processed by
Ventura County ("County"). After reviewing the provisions of the Rate and Method of
Apportionment ("RMA") of CFD No. 2013-1 which governs the implementation of the special
tax, DTA and CMWD would like to share the following findings with you. Any capitalized terms
not defined herein shall have the meanings set forth in the RMA included as Attachment A.

Assignment of Subject Property to RMA Land Use Class 1

Subject Property has a Parcel Square Footage of 43,560 square feet as identified by
1) the currently available Ventura County Assessor Parcel Map, and 2) the Ventura
County Assessment Roll for fiscal year 2022-2023. Pursuant to the provisions
contained in the RMA an Assessor’s Parcel containing a Single Family Detached Unit
shall be assigned to a Land Use Class based on the land area of such Assessor’s
Parcel as shown on an Assessor’s Parcel Map. Please refer to applicable defined
terms set forth in the RMA which are also identified below:

“Assessor’s Parcel” means a lot or parcel to which an Assessor’s parcel
number is assigned as determined from an Assessor Parcel Map or the
applicable assessment roll.

“Assessor’s Parcel Map” means an official map of the County Assessor
designating parcels by Assessor’s Parcel number.

In order to maintain compliance with the RMA any type of parcel size adjustment to
an Assessor’s Parcel within CFD No. 2013-1 would need to be identified on the
Ventura County Assessor Parcel Map. Accordingly, as the currently available
Assessor’s Parcel Map identifies a Parcel Square Footage of 43,560, the assignment
of Subject Property shall remain in Land Use Class 1.

Newport Beach | San Jose | San Francisco | Riverside | Dallas | Houston | Raleigh
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Conclusion: The Ventura County Assessor Parcel Map clearly identifies Subject
Property as one acre. The assignment of Subject Property shall remain in Land Use
Class 1 until an updated Assessor Parcel Map is available identifying a modified
Parcel Square Footage for Subject Property.

e Adjustment of Special Tax for Subject Property

Section G of the RMA states the CFD Administrator shall review the appeal and if
the CFD Administrator concurs, the amount of the Special Tax levied shall be
appropriately modified through an adjustment to the Special Tax levy in the
following Fiscal Year. No refunds shall be given in the current Fiscal Year.

If you decide to move forward with providing a written appeal of your Special Tax
please be advised that pursuant to the provisions contained in Section G of the RMA,
CFD No. 2013-1 is not able to provide refunds of Special Tax payments. Specific
Special Tax levels are approved each year in an amount necessary to pay debt
service on Outstanding Bonds and for the payment of Administrative Expenses.
Accordingly, a Special Tax adjustment for any Assessor’s Parcel within CFD No. 2013-
1 would need to be evaluated before the time that such Special Tax is approved by
the CMWD Board of Directors, allowing the CFD Administrator time to make
applicable Special Tax adjustments to ensure for the full financing of upcoming debt
service payments and administrative expenses.

Conclusion: CFD No. 2013-1 is not authorized to issue Special Tax refunds. CFD No.
2013-1 is authorized (if deemed appropriate) to modify Special Tax payments
through an adjustment of such Special Tax levy in a following Fiscal Year.

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RATE AND METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT FOR

A Special Tax shall be levied on all Assessor’s Parcels of Taxable Property in Casitas Municipal
Water District ("CMWD") Community Facilities District No. 2013-1 (Ojai) (“CFD No. 2013-1")
and collected each Fiscal Year, commencing in Fiscal Year 2013-14, in an amount determined
through the application of this Rate and Method of Apportionment as described below. All of
the real property in CFD No. 2013-1, unless exempted by law or by the provisions hereof, shall
be taxed for the purposes, to the extent and in the manner herein provided.

A. DEFINITIONS

The terms hereinafter set forth have the following meanings:

“Acreage” means the land area of an Assessor’s Parcel as shown on an Assessor’s Parcel Map,
or if the land area is not shown on an Assessor’s Parcel Map, the land area shown on the
applicable final map, parcel map, condominium plan, or other map or plan recorded with the
County or the land area calculated to the reasonable satisfaction of the CFD Administrator using
the boundaries set forth on such map or plan. The parcel square footage of an Assessor’s Parcel
is equal to the Acreage of such parcel multiplied by 43,560 (the “Parcel Square Footage”).

“Act” means the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, being Chapter 2.5, Part 1,
Division 2 of Title 5 of the California Government Code.

“Administrative Expenses” means the actual or reasonably estimated costs directly related to
the administration of CFD No. 2013-1, including but not limited to: the costs of computing the
Special Taxes and preparing the annual Special Tax collection schedules (whether by CMWD or
designee thereof or both); the costs of collecting the Special Taxes (whether by CMWD or
otherwise); the costs of remitting the Special Taxes to the Trustee; the costs of the Trustee
(including its legal counsel) in the discharge of the duties required of it under the Indenture; the
costs to CMWD, CFD No. 2013-1 or any designee thereof of complying with arbitrage rebate
requirements; the costs to CMWD, CFD No. 2013-1 or any designee thereof of complying with
disclosure requirements of CMWD, CFD No. 2013-1 or obligated persons associated with
applicable federal and state securities laws and the Act; the costs associated with preparing
Special Tax disclosure statements and responding to public inquiries regarding the Special
Taxes; the costs of CMWD, CFD No. 2013-1 or any designee thereof related to an appeal of the
Special Tax; the costs associated with the release of funds from an escrow account; and
CMWD’s annual administration fees and third party expenses. Administrative Expenses shall
also include amounts estimated by CMWD or advanced by CMWD or CFD No. 2013-1 for any
other administrative purposes of CFD No. 2013-1, including attorney’s fees and other costs
related to commencing and pursuing to completion any foreclosure of delinquent Special Taxes.

“Assessor’s Parcel” means a lot or parcel to which an Assessor’s parcel number is assigned as
determined from an Assessor Parcel Map or the applicable assessment roll.

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“Assessor’s Parcel Map” means an official map of the County Assessor designating parcels by
Assessor’s Parcel number.

“Authorized Facilities” means those facilities eligible to be funded by CFD No. 2013-1, as set
forth in the Resolution of Intention to establish CFD No. 2013-1 as adopted by CMWD.

“Bond Issue” means one series of CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds.

“Certificate of Occupancy” means a certificate issued by the City or the County that authorizes
the actual occupancy of Developed Property by a resident(s) or a business(es).

“CFD Administrator” means the Person designated by CFD No. 2013-1 to administer the
Special Tax according to this RMA.

“CFD No. 2013-1” means CMWD Community Facilities District No. 2013-1 (Ojai).

“CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds” means any bonds or other debt (as defined in Section 53317(d) of the
Act), whether in one or more series, issued or incurred by CMWD for CFD No. 2013-1.

"City" means the City of Ojai.

""Commercial Property"™ means all Assessor’s Parcels of Non-Residential Property excluding
Industrial Property.

“Condominium Unit” means (1) a residential condominium as described in Civil Code Section
1351(f) and (2) any residential dwelling that is not a Single Family Detached Unit or a dwelling
unit located on Multifamily Attached Property, as determined by the CFD Administrator.

“County”” means the County of Ventura.

“Developed Property” means, for each Fiscal Year, all Taxable Property, for which a building
permit was issued on or before May 1 of the Fiscal Year preceding the Fiscal Year for which the
Special Taxes are being levied.

“Fiscal Year” means the period starting July 1 and ending on the following June 30.

“Indenture” means the indenture, fiscal agent agreement, resolution or other instrument
pursuant to which CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds are issued, as modified, amended and/or
supplemented from time to time, and any instrument replacing or supplementing the same.

"Industrial Property' means all Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property for which a building
permit(s) was issued for construction of a non-residential structure(s) which is primarily used
for: manufacturing, procession, fabricating, assembly, refining, repairing, packaging, or
treatment of goods, material or produce; research and development; and/or warehousing and
wholesale distribution of goods, material, or produce.

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“Land Use Class” means any of the classes listed in Table 1, below.

“Maximum Special Tax” means the maximum Special Tax, determined in accordance with
Section C below, that can be levied in any Fiscal Year on any Assessor’s Parcel of Taxable
Property.

“Multifamily Attached Property” means an Assessor's Parcel on which is located a structure or
structures with multiple residential dwelling units, all of which are offered for rent and are not
available for sale to individual owners.

“Non-Residential Floor Area” means the total building square footage of the non-residential
building(s) located on an Assessor’s Parcel, measured from outside wall to outside wall, not
including space devoted to stairwells, basement storage, required corridors, public restrooms,
elevator shafts, light courts, vehicle parking and areas incident thereto, mechanical equipment
incidental to the operation of such building, and covered public pedestrian circulation areas,
including atriums, lobbies, plazas, patios, decks, arcades and similar areas, except such public
circulation areas or portions thereof that are used solely for commercial purposes. The
determination of Non-Residential Floor Area shall be made by reference to the building
permit(s) issued for such Assessor’s Parcel and/or to the appropriate records kept by the City's
Building Division or the County's Building and Safety Division, as reasonably determined by the
CFD Administrator.

“Non-Residential Property” means all Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property for which a
building permit permitting the construction thereon of one or more non-residential facilities has
been issued by the City or the County.

“Outstanding Bonds” means all CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds which are outstanding under an
Indenture.

“Property Owner Association Property” means, for each Fiscal Year, (i) any property within
the boundaries of CFD No. 2013-1 that was owned by a property owner association, including
any master or sub-association, as of January 1 of the prior Fiscal Year, (ii) any property located
in a Final Subdivision that was recorded as of the May 1 preceding the Fiscal Year in which the
Special Tax is being levied and which, as determined from such Final Subdivision, is or will be
open space, a common area recreation facility, or a private street, or (iii) any property which, as
of the May 1 preceding the Fiscal Year for which the Special Tax is being levied, has been
conveyed, irrevocably dedicated, or irrevocably offered to a property owner’s association,
including any master or sub-association, provided such conveyance, dedication, or offer is
submitted to the CFD Administrator by May 1 preceding the Fiscal Year for which the Special
Tax is being levied.

“Proportionately” means, for Developed Property, that the ratio of the actual Special Tax levy
to the Maximum Special Tax is equal for all Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property.

“Public Property” means property within the boundaries of CFD No. 2013-1 that is (i) owned
by, or irrevocably offered or dedicated to, the federal government, the State, the County, the

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City, CMWD, or any local government or other public agency, provided that any property leased
by a public agency to a private entity and subject to taxation under Section 53340.1 of the Act
shall not be considered Public Property and shall be taxed and classified according to its actual
use; or (ii) encumbered by a public utility easement making impractical its use for any purpose
other than that set forth in the easement.

“Rate and Method of Apportionment” or “RMA” means this Rate and Method of
Apportionment of Special Tax.

“Residential Property” means all Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property for which a
building permit permitting the construction thereon of one or more residential dwelling units has
been issued by the City or the County. Residential Property includes Single Family Detached
Units, Condominium Units and units located on Multi-Family Attached Property.

“Single Family Detached Unit” means an individual residential dwelling unit that does not
share a common wall with another residential dwelling unit.

“Special Tax” means the special tax to be levied in each Fiscal Year on each Assessor’s Parcel
of Taxable Property within CFD No. 2013-1 to fund the Special Tax Requirement.

“Special Tax Requirement” means that amount required in any Fiscal Year, commencing in
Fiscal Year 2013-2014, for CFD No. 2013-1 to: (i) pay debt service on all Outstanding Bonds
due in the calendar year commencing in such Fiscal Year; (ii) pay periodic costs with respect to
the CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds, including but not limited to, costs of credit enhancement and federal
arbitrage rebate payments due in the calendar year commencing in such Fiscal Year; (iii) pay
Administrative Expenses payable or expected to be payable in the calendar year commencing in
such Fiscal Year; (iv) pay any amounts required to establish or replenish any reserve funds for all
Outstanding Bonds; (v) replace revenue that CFD No. 2013-1 reasonably expects not to receive
due to anticipated Special Tax delinquencies, if and to the extent deemed necessary and
supported by a written explanation and calculation; (vi) pay any litigation expenses and costs
CMWD is required to pay to Golden State Water Company pursuant to California Code of Civil
Procedure Section 1268.610 et seq. if CMWD files eminent domain to acquire Golden State’s
Ojai water utility and the eminent domain proceeding is abandoned or dismissed for any reason;
(vii) pay directly for the acquisition or construction of Authorized Facilities; less (viii) a credit
for funds available to reduce the annual Special Tax levy.

“State” means the State of California.

“Taxable Property” means all of the Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property within the
boundaries of CFD No. 2013-1 which are not exempt from the Special Tax pursuant to
applicable law or Section E below.

“Trustee” means the trustee or fiscal agent under the Indenture.

“Undeveloped Property” means property that is not Developed Property, Property Owner
Association Property or Public Property.

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B. ASSIGNMENT TO LAND USE CATEGORIES

Each Fiscal Year, all Taxable Property within CFD No. 2013-1 shall be classified as Developed
Property, Undeveloped Property, Property Owner Association Property or Public Property, and
shall be subject to Special Taxes in accordance with this Rate and Method of Apportionment
determined pursuant to Sections C and D below.

C. MAXIMUM SPECIAL TAX RATE

Developed Property shall be assigned to Land Use Classes 1 through 8 as listed in Table 1
below.

(1). Maximum Special Tax

The Maximum Special Tax for each Assessor’s Parcel determined to be Developed
Property shall be based on the Land Use Class in Table 1 within which such Assessor's
Parcel is classified. As indicated in the table, the Maximum Special Tax may be
increased after the CFD sells an additional Bond Issue.

(2).  Increase in the Maximum Special Tax

The Fiscal Year 2013-14 Maximum Special Tax, identified in Table 1 above, shall
increase annually, commencing on July 1, 2014 and on July 1 of each Fiscal Year
thereafter, by an amount equal to two percent (2%) of the amount in effect for the
previous Fiscal Year.

(3). Multiple Land Use Classes

In some instances an Assessor’s Parcel of Developed Property may contain more than
one Land Use Class. The Maximum Special Tax levied on an Assessor’s Parcel in such
case shall be the sum of the Maximum Special Tax for all Land Use Classes located on
that Assessor’s Parcel. The CFD Administrator’s allocation to each type of property shall
be final in the absence of manifest error.

D. METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT OF THE SPECIAL TAX

Commencing with Fiscal Year 2013-14 and for each following Fiscal Year, the CFD
Administrator shall determine the Special Tax Requirement and shall provide for the levy the
Special Tax as follows:

The Special Tax shall be levied Proportionately on each Assessor’s Parcel of Developed
Property at up to 100% of the Maximum Special Tax in order to satisfy the Special Tax
Requirement.

Notwithstanding the above, under no circumstances will the Special Tax levied in any Fiscal
Year against any Assessor’s Parcel of Residential Property for which a Certificate of Occupancy
has been issued be increased by more than ten percent above the amount that would have been
levied in that Fiscal Year as a consequence of delinquency or default by the owner(s) of any
other Assessor’s Parcel(s) within CFD No. 2013-1.

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E. EXEMPTIONS

No Special Tax shall be levied on Public Property and/or Property Owner Association Property
in CFD No. 2013-1. However, should an Assessor’s Parcel no longer be classified as Public
Property or Property Owner Association Property, it shall become subject to the Special Tax.

F. MANNER OF COLLECTION

The Special Tax shall be collected in the same manner and at the same time as ordinary ad
valorem property taxes; provided, however, that CMWD may directly bill the Special Tax,
and/or may collect Special Taxes at a different time or in a different manner if necessary to meet
its financial obligations, and may covenant to foreclose and may actually foreclose on delinquent
Assessor’s Parcels.

G. APPEALS AND INTERPRETATIONS

Any landowner or resident who feels that the amount of the Special Tax levied on his/her
Assessor’s Parcel is in error may submit a written appeal to the CFD Administrator, provided
that the appellant is current in his/her payment of Special Taxes. During the pendency of an
appeal, all Special Taxes previously levied must be paid on or before the payment date
established when the levy was made. The CFD Administrator shall review the appeal and if the
CFD Administrator concurs, the amount of the Special Tax levied shall be appropriately
modified through an adjustment to the Special Tax levy in the following Fiscal Year. No refunds
shall be given in the current Fiscal Year.

The CFD Administrator may interpret this Rate and Method of Apportionment for purposes of
clarifying any ambiguity and/or making determinations relative to the annual administration of
the Special Tax and any landowner or resident appeals. Any decision of the CFD Administrator
shall be final and binding as to all persons.

H. PREPAYMENT OF THE SPECIAL TAX

The following additional definitions apply to this Section H:

“CFD Public Facilities Costs” means either $42,250,000 in 2013 dollars, which shall increase
by the Construction Inflation Index on July 1, 2014, and on each July 1 thereafter, or such lower
number as (i) shall be determined by the CFD Administrator as sufficient to provide funding for
all of the Authorized Facilities, or (ii) shall be determined by CMWD concurrently with a
covenant that it will not issue any more CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds (except refunding bonds) to be
supported by the Special Tax levy under this Rate and Method of Apportionment as described in
Section D herein.

“Construction Inflation Index” means the annual percentage change in the Engineering News
Record Building Cost Index for the City of Los Angeles, measured as of the month of December
in the calendar year which ends in the previous Fiscal Year. In the event this index ceases to be
published, the Construction Inflation Index shall be another index as determined by the CFD
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Administrator that is reasonably comparable to the Engineering News Record Building Cost
Index for the City of Los Angeles.

“Future Facilities Costs” means the CFD Public Facilities Costs minus (i) costs of Authorized
Facilities previously paid from the Improvement Fund, (ii) moneys currently on deposit in the
Improvement Fund available to pay costs of Authorized Facilities, (iii) moneys currently on
deposit in an escrow fund that are expected to be available to finance the cost of Authorized
Facilities, and (iv) the amount the CFD Administrator reasonably expects to derive from the
reinvestment of these funds.

“Improvement Fund” means a fund or account specifically identified in the Indenture to hold
funds which are currently available for expenditure to acquire or construct Authorized Facilities.

“Previously Issued Bonds” means, for any Fiscal Year, all Outstanding Bonds that are still
outstanding under the Indenture after the principal payment date following the current Fiscal
Year.

1. Prepayment in Full

The obligation of the Assessor’s Parcel to pay the Special Tax may be fully prepaid and
permanently satisfied as described herein, provided that a prepayment may be made only for
Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property, or an Assessor’s Parcel of Undeveloped Property for
which a building permit has been issued, and only if there are no delinquent Special Taxes with
respect to such Assessor’s Parcel at the time of prepayment. An owner of an Assessor’s Parcel
intending to prepay the Special Tax obligation shall provide the CFD Administrator with written
notice of intent to prepay. Within 30 days of receipt of such written notice, the CFD
Administrator shall notify such owner of the prepayment amount for such Assessor’s Parcel.
The CFD Administrator may charge such owner a reasonable fee for providing this service. If
there are Outstanding Bonds, prepayment must be made not less than 30 days prior to the next
occurring date that notice of redemption of CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds from the proceeds of such
prepayment may be given by the Trustee pursuant to the Indenture.

The Special Tax Prepayment Amount (defined below) shall be calculated as summarized below
(capitalized terms as defined below):

Bond Redemption Amount

plus Redemption Premium

plus Future Facilities Amount

plus Defeasance Amount

plus Prepayment Fees and Expenses
less Reserve Fund Credit

less Capitalized Interest Credit

Total: equals Special Tax Prepayment Amount

As of the proposed date of prepayment, the Special Tax Prepayment Amount shall be calculated
as follows:

Casitas Municipal Water District January 29, 2013
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1. Confirm that no Special Tax delinquencies apply to such Assessor’s Parcel.

2. For Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property, compute the Maximum Special Tax. For
Assessor’s Parcels of Undeveloped Property for which a building permit has been issued,
compute the Maximum Special Tax for that Assessor’s Parcel as though it were already
designated as Developed Property, based upon the building permit which has already
been issued for such Assessor’s Parcel.

3. Divide the Maximum Special Tax computed pursuant to paragraph 2 by the total
estimated Maximum Special Tax levy for the entire CFD No. 2013-1 based on the
Developed Property Special Tax which could be levied in the current Fiscal Year on all
Developed Property CFD No. 2013-1, excluding any Assessor’s Parcels which have been
prepaid.

4. Multiply the quotient computed pursuant to paragraph 3 by the Previously Issued Bonds
to compute the amount of Previously Issued Bonds to be retired and prepaid (the “Bond
Redemption Amount”).

5.  Multiply the Bond Redemption Amount computed pursuant to paragraph 4 by the
applicable redemption premium (e.g., the redemption price-100%), if any, on the
Previously Issued Bonds to be redeemed (the “Redemption Premium?”).

6. Compute the current Future Facilities Costs.

7. Multiply the quotient computed pursuant to paragraph 3 by the amount determined
pursuant to paragraph 6 to compute the amount of Future Facilities Costs to be prepaid
(the “Future Facilities Amount™).

8. Compute the amount needed to pay interest on the Bond Redemption Amount from the
bond principal payment date following the current Fiscal Year until the earliest
redemption date for the Previously Issued Bonds. Notwithstanding the above, if the
Previously Issued Bonds may be redeemed in the current Fiscal Year, but after the date of
prepayment, the amount needed to pay the interest under this step shall equal zero.

9. Determine the Special Tax levied on the Assessor’s Parcel in the current Fiscal Year
which has not yet been paid.

10. Compute the minimum amount the CFD Administrator reasonably expects to derive from
the reinvestment of the Special Tax Prepayment Amount less the Future Facilities
Amount and the Prepayment Fees and Expenses (defined below) from the date of
prepayment until the redemption date for the Previously Issued Bonds to be redeemed
with the prepayment.

11. Add the amounts computed pursuant to paragraphs 8 and 9 and subtract the amount
computed pursuant to paragraph 10 (the “Defeasance Amount”).

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12. The prepayment fees and expenses of CFD No. 2013-1 are as calculated by the CFD
Administrator and include the costs of computation of the prepayment, the costs to invest
the prepayment proceeds, the costs of redeeming CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds, and the costs
of recording any notices to evidence the prepayment and the redemption (the
“Prepayment Fees and Expenses”).

13. The reserve fund credit (the “Reserve Fund Credit”) shall equal the lesser of: (a) the
expected reduction in the reserve requirement (as defined in the Indenture), if any,
associated with the redemption of Previously Issued Bonds as a result of the prepayment,
or (b) the amount derived by subtracting the new reserve requirement (as defined in the
Indenture) in effect after the redemption of Previously Issued Bonds as a result of the
prepayment from the balance in the reserve fund on the prepayment date, but in no event
shall such amount be less than zero. No Reserve Fund Credit shall be granted if the
amount then on deposit in the reserve fund for the Previously Issued Bonds is below the
reserve requirement (as defined in the Indenture).

14. If any capitalized interest for the Previously Issued Bonds is projected to remain
unexpended as of the date immediately following the principal payment following the
current Fiscal Year, a capitalized interest credit shall be calculated by multiplying the
quotient computed pursuant to paragraph 3 by the expected balance in the capitalized
interest fund or account on such date (the “Capitalized Interest Credit™).

15. The Special Tax prepayment is equal to the sum of the amounts computed pursuant to
paragraphs 4, 5, 7, 11 and 12, less the amounts computed pursuant to paragraphs 13 and
14 (the “Special Tax Prepayment Amount”).

From the Special Tax Prepayment Amount, the amounts computed pursuant to paragraphs 4, 5,
11, 13 and 14 shall be deposited into the appropriate fund as established under the Indenture and
be used to retire CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds or make debt service payments. The amount computed
pursuant to paragraph 7 shall be deposited into the Improvement Fund. The amount computed
pursuant to paragraph 12 shall be retained by CMWD.

Upon confirmation of the payment of the current Fiscal Year’s Special Tax levy as determined
under paragraph 9 (above), the CFD Administrator shall remove the current Fiscal Year’s
Special Tax levy for such Assessor’s Parcel from the County tax rolls. With respect to any
Assessor’s Parcel that is prepaid, the CFD Administrator shall cause a suitable notice to be
recorded in compliance with the Act, to indicate the prepayment of the Special Tax and the
release of the Special Tax lien on such Assessor’s Parcel, and the obligation of such Assessor’s
Parcel to pay the Special Tax shall cease.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, no Special Tax prepayment shall be allowed unless, at the time
of such proposed prepayment, the amount of Maximum Special Tax that may be levied on
Taxable Property within CFD No. 2013-1 (after excluding the property exempted under Section
E herein) after the proposed prepayment is at least equal to the sum of (i) the Administrative
Expenses, as defined in Section A above, and (ii) 1.10 times the debt service necessary to
support the remaining Outstanding Bonds in each corresponding Fiscal Year.
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2. Prepayment in Part

The obligation of the Assessor’s Parcel to pay the Special Tax may be partially prepaid as
described herein, provided that a partial prepayment may be made only for Assessor’s Parcels of
Developed Property, or an Assessor’s Parcel of Undeveloped Property for which a building
permit has been issued, and only if there are no delinquent Special Taxes with respect to such
Assessor’s Parcel at the time of partial prepayment. The amount of the prepayment shall be
calculated as in Section H.1; except that a partial prepayment shall be calculated according to the
following formula:

PP = [(PE - PFE) x D] + PFE
These terms have the following meaning:

PP = the partial prepayment.

PE = the Special Tax Prepayment Amount calculated according to Section H.1.

D= the percentage, expressed as a decimal, by which the owner of the Assessor’s Parcel is
partially prepaying the Special Tax.

PFE = the Prepayment Fees and Expenses calculated according to Section H.1.

The owner of any Assessor’s Parcel who desires such prepayment shall notify the CFD
Administrator of such owner’s intent to partially prepay the Special Tax and the percentage by
which the Special Tax shall be prepaid. The CFD Administrator shall provide the owner with a
statement of the amount required for the partial prepayment of the Special Tax for his/her
Assessor’s Parcel within 30 days of the request and may charge a reasonable fee for providing
this service. With respect to any Assessor’s Parcel that is partially prepaid, the CFD
Administrator shall (i) distribute or cause to be distributed the funds remitted to it according to
Section H.1, and (ii) indicate in the records of CFD No. 2013-1 that there has been a partial
prepayment of the Special Tax and that a portion of the Special Tax with respect to such
Assessor’s Parcel, equal to the outstanding percentage (1.00 - D) of the remaining Maximum
Special Tax, shall continue to be levied on such Assessor’s Parcel pursuant to Section D herein.

l. TERM OF SPECIAL TAX

The Special Tax shall be levied for a period not to exceed forty years commencing with Fiscal
Year 2013-14, provided however that the Special Tax will cease to be levied in an earlier Fiscal
Year if the CFD Administrator has determined that all required interest and principal payments
on the CFD No. 2013-1 Bonds have been paid.

RECOMMENDATION

Discuss water supply and demand assessment and adopt a resolution declaring a Stage 1 Condition.

1. BACKGROUND

In accordance with the direction provided in the Water Efficiency and Allocation Program, adopted
May 12, 2021 and revised on March 22, 2023, the Board of Directors are to receive an annual
assessment of local water supplies, water demands, and current effectiveness of water demand
reduction measures. The information in the assessment may necessitate the consideration and
direction from the Board of Directors for further actions to preserve water supply for the future.

2. ANNUAL EVENT SUMMARY

The annual event summary is to provide insight to unusual events that have occurred within the
boundaries of the Casitas Municipal Water District. The key events are as follows:

a) Rainfall totals in the watershed reached levels not seen in two decades with some areas
reaching totals of over 60" for the season. This has added more than 93,000 Acre-Feet of
water supply to Lake Casitas bringing the reservoir to nearly 70% of full capacity.

b) With the abundant amount of rainfall, large amounts of debris impacted the Robles Fish
Passage and Diversion facility. Most significantly, the Robles Forebay is completely filled with
boulders, rocks, and sediment which will require a cleanout in order to prevent operational
impacts to the facility.

¢) Under the California Water Action Plan, the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB)
and California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) are working to identify potential actions
that may be taken to enhance and establish instream flow for anadromous fish in five priority
streams, including the Ventura River. The State’s potential actions to establish instream flows
could have a significant impact to available water supplies within the Ventura River
watershed. Casitas has been carefully monitoring and reviewing the State’s work and
providing technical comments throughout the process. There will likely be no impact on water
supply for the next twelve months resulting from these studies.
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d) The Casitas Municipal Water District has continued to cope with the demands of the
acquisition of the Ojai Water System. The acquisition transferred to Casitas the operations and
maintenance of the Ojai Water System including six groundwater wells in the Ojai
Groundwater Basin which have an ongoing goal of maximizing the use of groundwater for that
system through both maintenance and planning for future improvements.

e) A groundwater adjudication commenced in the Ojai Valley area through an amended cross
complaint filed with the California Superior Court on September 21, 2018. This action included
not only Casitas but also many public and private water users in the Ojai Valley. This is of
special significance to the District due to its operation of groundwater wells within the basins
under question in addition to its right to divert water from the Ventura River. There will likely be
no impact on water supply for the next twelve months as a result of this action.

3. ASSESSMENTS

The assessments are to be considered in the implementation of a Water Shortage Condition Stage
and the demand reduction measures for Fiscal Year 2023-2024.

WEATHER CONDITIONS.

Long-term average rainfall at Matilja Dam and Casitas Dam are 28.23 and 23.31 inches, respectively,
based on records dating back to the 1957-1958 Water Year. During the period of 2012 through 2022,
the Ventura River watershed was in an extreme to moderate drought condition with less than average
rainfall amounts (Table 1) that were insufficient to cause the restoration of local water resources to
previous levels. Rainfall totals during the 2023 winter season were far above the long-term average
rainfall for Matilija and Casitas Dam locations and have had a positive impact to District water supplies
in the early months of 2023.

The winter storms of 2022-2023 provided more than 93,000 Acre-Feet of water supply to Lake

Casitas. The annual rainfall total during the period of October 1, 2022 to March 31, 2023, at Matilija

Dam and Casitas Dam are 63.33 and 45.91 inches respectively.

Wet conditions have also affected the State of California as a whole with Ventura County classified as
being in a ‘None’ condition by the United States Drought Monitor as of April 4, 2023 (See Attachment

#1).




WATER RESOURCES
The primary water resources that provide water to Casitas MWD are collectively the groundwater
basins of the Upper Ventura River and Ojai; and surface water storage at Lake Casitas.

Groundwater Basins

The winter of 2022-23 brought extensive recovery to the local groundwater basins within Casitas’
district boundaries. The rainfall events caused significant flows with large amounts of debris and silt
from the watershed.

The Upper Ventura River groundwater levels have seen a recovery during the last twelve months. The
recent data presented by the Ventura River Water District illustrates that groundwater levels are 21.0
feet above the April 1st static water level average (see April, 2023 VRWD Ground Water Level Chart
— Attachment #2). The storage in the Upper Ventura River Basin will continue to allow groundwater
pumpers in this basin to minimize their use of Lake Casitas supply over the next twelve months.

The Ojai groundwater basin is a primary water source for the Ojai Valley’s urban and agricultural
water demands. The basin’s groundwater storage increased an approximate 109.62 feet in water
elevation recorded at a key well in the basin since November 4, 2022. The Ojai basin Groundwater
Management Agency has reported that the Ojai basin has an estimated storage of 77,600 acre-feet
(97% capacity) at this same time (See OBGMA Summary Sheet — Attachment #3). This supply should
allow groundwater pumpers in this basin to minimize their use of Lake Casitas supply during the next
twelve months.

Surface Water Storage

Lake Casitas is the primary source of water supply for the Casitas Municipal Water District. Its
construction in the 1950’s was as a supplemental supply to local groundwater and as a primary
source for areas that do not have groundwater. Figure 1 presents the annual high-low water storage
fluctuations that Lake Casitas has experienced since 1970. Lake Casitas storage was last at full
storage capacity in May 2006 and has since been in a declining storage trend due to drought
conditions, evaporation, environmental conditions, and water use. This year has shown a sharp
reversal of that trend.

Figure 1 — Lake Casitas Storage Volume and Annual Rainfall Trend (1970 to April 2023)
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On January 1, 2018, Casitas officially changed the storage table based on a bathymetric survey
conducted at Lake Casitas. The volume stored at each designated percentage specified in the Water
Efficiency and Allocation Program (WEAP) is changed to reflect the data provided by the bathymetric
survey as follows:

WATER DEMAND

In FY 2013-14, the Casitas water demands from Lake Casitas reached 20,417 acre-feet, while Lake
Casitas was still in a Stage 1 condition. In April 2014, the State’s Drought Emergency Declaration
raised the public awareness to the on-going drought throughout California, the severe conditions in
the State Water Project, and the growing scarcity of water for agriculture and communities statewide.

In April 2015, Lake Casitas storage declined to fifty percent of its storage capacity and the Casitas
Board of Directors declared that a Stage 2 condition existed for the Lake Casitas supply. In doing so,
the Board of Directors initiated Stage 2 mandatory water demand reduction requirements with the
further adoption of a revised Water Efficiency and Allocation Plan (WEAP). A key element of the
WEAP was the assignment of individual water allocations for residential, commercial and agricultural
beneficial water uses, and the assignment of a conservation penalty for water use that was in
exceedance of the assigned water allocation.

In June 2016, the Casitas Board of Directors declared that a Stage 3 condition existed as Lake
Casitas continued to decline to 100,000 acre-feet of water in storage. The Stage 3 declaration
implemented a conservation penalty of $5.00 per unit and limited the supply available for new water
use to 10 acre-feet per fiscal year.

In April 2017, the Casitas Board of Directors continued the Stage 3 declaration, pending possible
further decline of Lake Casitas storage to a Stage 4 level.

From December 2018 through February 2019, the Casitas Board of Directors considered the
possibility of a Stage 4 declaration but decided to forego the declaration based on the strong
conservation response from the community (near a Stage 5 level) combined with rainfall that added
significant supply volume to Lake Casitas in early 2019.

Early April 2020 saw a moderate set of storms allowing Lake Casitas storage levels to remain above
105,000 Acre-Feet, however a Stage 3 declaration was left in place for the 2021 Fiscal Year.
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The 2021 Fiscal Year water demands were 13,404 Acre-Feet, an increase of 3,604 Acre-Feet over
the Fiscal Year 2020 demand coupled with the lowest local rainfall amounts in more than fifty years.
The Stage 3 declaration was left in place for the 2022 Fiscal Year.

During the 2022 Fiscal Year, water demands were 12,067 Acre-Feet, a decrease of 1,337 Acre-Feet.
The water year had started out promising with significant rainfall in December 2022 but led to a dry
winter/spring. The Stage 3 declaration was left in place for the 2023 Fiscal Year.

At this time, Fiscal Year 2023 demands are down by 2,295 Acre-Feet as compared to the same time
in Fiscal Year 2022 with demands expected to reach only 9,700 Acre-Feet by June 30, 2023.

Water Demand Response

A critical function of the WEAP is to manage water supplies in such a manner that prevents Lake
Casitas from reaching a minimum pool condition through the implementation of water demand
response measures — the assignment of individual water allocations and the implementation of a
conservation penalty for water use in excess of the allocation.

Since FY 2013-14, the demand on the Lake Casitas supply continued to decline through the 2020
Fiscal Year (Table 3) in response to the WEAP, water resource changes by large customers, and the
heightened customer awareness of water resource conditions. The dry Fiscal Years 2020-2021 and
2021-2022 saw a significant increase in demands. Estimates for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 indicate a
continuation of efforts to reduce water use from Lake Casitas which will be, at least partially,
attributable to abundant rainfall in the December 2022 through April 2023 period. (Note that the
amounts in Table 3 are registered at the Marion Walker Treatment Plant and will differ from amounts
reported on the District’s Monthly Consumption Reports).

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Since Fiscal Year 2016, Lake Casitas water demand has remained below the current Stage 3 demand
reduction target of 16,736 Acre-Feet. The targeted goals for each WEAP Stage are listed in Table 4.

Supply and Demand Analysis

In consideration of an April 2023 start point of approximately 165,000 Acre-feet of storage in Lake
Casitas, applying 2013 evaporation, no runoff additions to storage, and comparing three rates of
water demands, Figure 2 illustrates the time for Lake Casitas to reach a particular level for the
following estimated water demands:

1. A demand of 9,000 Acre-Feet/Year reflects the estimated 2023 Fiscal Year Lake Casitas
demand (middle line).

2. A demand of 8,100 Acre-Feet/Year reflects a 10% reduction in the estimated 2023 Fiscal
Year Lake Casitas demand (top line).

3. A demand of 9,900 Acre-Feet/Year reflects a 10% increase in the estimated 2023 Fiscal
Year Lake Casitas demand (bottom line).

Figure 2 illustrates that with the given demand rates, 2013 evaporation, with no additional rainfall and
runoff, Lake Casitas would reach Stage 2 levels in 26 to 30 months, and Stage 3 levels in 42 to 48
months.

Given the conditions noted above, Figure 2 illustrates that Lake Casitas could decline to
approximately a 150,000 Acre-Foot capacity by December of 2023.

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Conservation Penalty

The District has implemented a conservation penalty for water use in excess of the individual
customer’s Staged allocation. The funds resulting from the conservation penalty are to be applied
toward new water supply projects and the water conservation efforts of the District.

In September 2015, and for the remainder of FY 2015-16, the residential water used in excess of the
monthly allocation was billed as a conservation penalty at the rate of $1.00 per unit. Effective July 1,
2016, and continued until the present, the conservation penalty was increased to $5.00 per unit.

Growth

The service area of the District is experiencing extremely slow growth. Most requests that Casitas
receives are related to expansions of residential housing construction. The slow growth rate is
indicative of the information illustrated in Table 5. During the past eleven years, Casitas has installed
32 meters and issued 36.07 acre-feet of water allocation. On the average, three meters have been
installed per year and new or additional allocation assignments have averaged 3.28 acre-feet per
year.

4. WATER MANAGEMENT POLICY AND PROGRAMS CURRENTLY IN PLACE

Management Priorities of Casitas Municipal Water District (Resolution No. 93-12)

On March 10", 1993, the Casitas Board of Directors resolved by Resolution No. 93-12 (1) that Casitas
shall manage Lake Casitas and its water supplies so that it can provide back up to other water
systems and meet its direct customer demands during droughts.
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Water Conservation Program - 1992

Since 1992, Casitas has actively assisted water customers throughout the district with fixture retrofits,
irrigation surveys, residential and institutional water use surveys, provision of water conservation
materials to local schools, public workshops and presentations on a wide variety of water
conservation topics, public messaging, and financing assistance for water well improvements. The
Water Conservation Program has partnered with other Ventura County agencies to obtain grants for
additional water conservation measures. The Water Conservation Department has also adjusted
staffing levels as needed during drought to provide increased customer assistance with meeting
conservation targets.

Water Waste Prohibition Ordinance (Ordinance 22-01)
This Ordinance established water waste prohibitions and identified actions against violations of the
Ordinance. Casitas staff has been actively engaged with the public reports of water waste.

Water Efficiency and Allocation Program (WEAP)

The WEAP is the key water management tool for long-term drought response and water demand.
The WEAP was originally adopted by the Board of Directors in January 1992 and most-recently
revised in March 2023. A critical element of the WEAP implementation is to cause water demands to
be commensurate to the declared Water Shortage Stage of Lake Casitas.

State of California Drought and Conservation Measures

On April 7, 2017, Governor Brown lifted the January 17, 2014 drought declaration, leaving in place
water waste prohibitions and requirements for continuing development of urban and agricultural water
use standards to promote continued water conservation (Executive Order B-40-17).

In spring 2021, Governor Newsom proclaimed a drought emergency existed in portions of the State;
and by October 2021 expanded the drought proclamation to include all 58 counties in California. In
response, the SWRCB developed emergency water use regulations prohibiting wasteful water uses
that took effect in January 2022. While most of the SWRCB emergency prohibitions were already
adopted and implemented in Casitas’ existing waste of water ordinance, Casitas adopted an updated
Ordinance 22-01 to reflect all of the SWRCB recent water use prohibitions.

In March 2022, Governor Newsom released Executive Order N-7-22 directing the SWRCB to develop
regulations for urban water suppliers to enact, at a minimum, Level 2 of their Water Shortage
Contingency Plans and to define “non-functional” turf and ban the irrigation of non-functional turf for
commercial, industrial and institutional sectors.

On March 24, 2023, in response to improved Statewide water supply conditions, Governor Newsom
released Executive Order N-5-23 ending the requirement that local water agencies implement Level 2
of their Water Shortage Contingency Plans, but maintained that the SWRCB consider a ban of
irrigation of non-functional turf for commercial, industrial and institutional sectors. The recent
executive order preserves current emergency orders focused on groundwater supply where effects of
the multi-year drought are still experienced and retains a state of emergency in all 58 counties to allow
for drought response and recovery efforts to continue.

In response to the Governor’s directives last year (Executive Order N-7-22), the SWRCB adopted
regulations banning use of potable water for irrigation of non-functional turf for commercial, industrial,

and institutional sectors. To maintain consistency with State conservation regulations, Casitas MWD
adopted Resolution 2022-30 which is set to expire on June 10, 2023 unless the SWRCB determines it
is no longer necessary or the SWRCB renews the regulation. Staff will monitor the SWRCB
regulations and return to the Board after the SWRCB decides on whether to terminate or renew the
regulation banning irrigation of non-functional turf for commercial, industrial and institutional sectors.

Water Security Projects
The Casitas Municipal Water District is committed to investigating and implementing opportunities to
further secure its water supply.

State Water Interties — The Casitas Municipal Water District is monitoring the development of the
infrastructure needed for the direct and exchange drought-protection use of the State Water Project
water supplies of Casitas, Calleguas MWD, the City of Ventura, and United WCD. This is an
opportunity for regional collaboration to address common water supply reliability needs of the entirety
of Ventura County. Participation in this project will require future decisions by the Casitas Board of
Directors.

Additionally, Casitas and Carpinteria Valley Water District are pursuing State loan/grant funding to
increase the size of a current intertie connection as well as build pump stations to provide the ability to
move Casitas’ State Water Project water supplies directly into Casitas’ system.

The preliminary schedule for final completion of these projects is four to eight years.
Ojai Well Field Rehabilitation — This project restored production of the Ojai Well Field wells and

included one replacement well. The replacement well has been drilled and equipped and the well
began production during the 2023 Fiscal Year.

Comprehensive Water Resources Plan - In 2019, Casitas hired a consultant to analyze current water
resources and develop supply options that will support the continued planning efforts of the District.
Casitas’ stakeholder input was also collected and the draft plan was released to the public in June
2020.

The Casitas Board of Directors continue to review planned water supplies and in 2022, adopted an
important planning milestone by declaring a Casitas System Operational Yield of 15,010 Acre Feet
per Year and a Planned Demand of 14,525 Acre-Feet per Year.

5. RECOMMENDED WEAP ACTIONS

The following are the staff recommendations for WEAP actions to be considered for adoption by the
Board of Directors at the April 12, 2023 Board Meeting:

Customer Demand Reduction Measures

1. Adopt a Stage 1 Condition. The level of Lake Casitas has increased greatly in the first three
months of 2023 with the addition of over 93,000 Acre-Feet of water supply. Water demands
have also decreased over the last twelve months and are expected to remain far below the
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WEAP Stage 2 demand target of approximately 19,127 Acre-Feet per Year. While these two
factors bode well for next year’s water supply, the District should remain cautious until the
local weather pattern plays out over the next twelve months.

2. Enact Stage 1 voluntary water allocations effective June 1, 2023. If voluntary demand
management by customers results in water use that exceeds Casitas’ planned water demands
during the course of FY 2023-24, the Board should consider additional demand management
measures to ensure goals are met by customers.

The system for allocation assignment and billing should continue until such time that the Board
makes a different determination. The Board reviews consumption and hydrology information
monthly thus it can respond quickly to changes in customer conservation behavior or water
supply conditions.

Penalties and Rates

1. Effective June 1, 2023, discontinue the Conservation Penalty for water use in excess of
allocation.

2. Continue planned rates for revenue stabilization and cost of service. The Board adopted
water rates to achieve revenue stabilization and cost of service that became effective July 1,
2017 and continued for the following four Fiscal Years with the final approved adjustment
being made in July 2021. In early 2022, the Board has initiated a new cost of service study in
order to understand the District’s current revenue needs and adjustments to water rates. This
study is expected to be completed later in the 2023 calendar year.

Issuance of Additional Allocations

1. Discontinue an annual allocation limit for new or existing water service connections.

Communications

1. Communicate the Stage 1 Condition. Stage 1 is identified as a “Water Conservation”
reflecting voluntary conservation measures. Communications should include:

a. While water supply conditions have improved, next winter's hydrology is uncertain and
ongoing customer efforts to use water efficiently and preserve water supplies remain
important in the event of future dry conditions.

b. The public is strongly encouraged to continue efforts to save water, in particular
continuing efficient landscape water use and taking advantage of the water conservation
opportunities offered by the Casitas.

c. Extraordinary conservation actions previously taken on the part of the public to reduce
water use in response to drought are encouraged but not mandatory.

d. Mandatory water use restrictions may be necessary in future years, should climate
conditions return to dry conditions that result in a decline in Lake Casitas water levels;
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e. Casitas will continue to enforce its established ordinance prohibiting water waste
(Ordinance 22-01).

f. The State regulation banning use of potable water for irrigation of hon-functional turf for
commercial, industrial, and institutional sectors remains in effect.

2. Continue the public information campaign. Casitas needs to continue the messaging of
local water supply reliability, water security project status, and responsible water use. This can
be done through newsletters, website and social media posts, and public workshops.

3. Provide regular briefings, publish monthly consumption report. The billing system

provides each customer a monthly status on their water use and the application of
conservation penalties. A monthly consumption report is provided to the Board.

WHEREAS, on April 26, 2016 the Board of Directors of the Casitas Municipal Water District
adopted Resolution 16-09 declaring that a Stage 3 water supply condition did exist at Lake
Casitas, and

WHEREAS, on September 14, 2016, the Board of Directors adopted Resolution 16-24
increasing the conservation penalty to $5 per unit for over allocation water usage; and

WHEREAS, as of April 2023, significant rainfall has occurred in the Ventura River Watershed
in recent months, and Lake Casitas storage is approximately 70% of its full capacity of
237,975 Acre-Feet, and

WHEREAS, the 2023-2024 Water Supply Assessment produced by Casitas MWD’s General
Manager predicts that Lake Casitas will remain above 50% of full capacity prior to the end of
the 2023-2024 fiscal year and potentially longer, and

WHEREAS, the Casitas Water Efficiency and Allocation Program adopted on May 12, 2021
and revised on March 22, 2023 identifies greater than fifty (50) percent of storage available in
Lake Casitas as the possible Stage 1 condition and subject to voluntary water demand
reduction measures to preserve the Lake Casitas water supply for drought conditions; and

WHEREAS, while water supply conditions have improved in recent months, next winter's
hydrology is uncertain and ongoing customer efforts to use water efficiently and preserve
water supplies remain important in the event of future dry conditions; and

WHEREAS, Atrticle X, Section 2 of the California Constitution declares that the general
welfare requires that water resources be put to beneficial use, that waste or unreasonable
use or unreasonable method of use of water be prevented and that conservation of water be
fully exercised with a view to the reasonable and beneficial use thereof; and

WHEREAS, California Water Code, Section 375, authorizes a water supplier to adopt and

enforce a comprehensive water conservation program to reduce water consumption and
conserve water supplies; and
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Casitas Municipal
Water District as follows:

1) Casitas hereby declares that a Stage 1 Condition exists within the service area of the
Casitas Municipal Water District; and

2) The Board of Directors hereby directs staff to take the following actions:

a) Effective upon adoption of this Resolution:

I. Continue the public information campaign within Casitas Municipal Water
District that reduced water use within allocated amounts is encouraged but not
mandatory during Stage 1 conditions.

il. Continue measures to inform and educate all water users within Casitas
Municipal Water District as to methods for achieving the reduction in water use.

iii. Maintain the current level of public outreach in relation to a specific Stage 1
message.

b) Effective June 1, 2023, implement the following Stage 1 actions and measures:

I. Rescind Resolutions 16-09 and 16-24 adopted for Stage 3 measures; and

il. Increase the allocation of every customer by ten (10) percent to the Stage 1
allocation amount; and

iii. Discontinue the Conservation Penalty for water usage exceeding monthly
allocations for residential customers and annual allocations for all other
customers; and

3) The Stage 1 Condition shall be presumed to continue unchanged unless and until a
contrary finding is made by the Board by resolution or ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Board of Directors approve and authorize the District to enter into contract with
Bartle Wells Associates to conduct the Water Cost of Service and Rate Design Study
for a not-to exceed fee of $98,775.

BACKGROUND:

In 2017 a water rate study was completed resulting in the Board adopting a five year
increase of 12% per year until 2021. The last water rate adjustment connected with the
2017 Board action went into effect on July, 1 2021.

A Request for Proposal for the water rate study was issued on July 30, 2021 with a
contract being subsequently awarded to one of the consultants to work with/update the
water rate model developed in 2017.

In the intervening time, Casitas MWD staff has realized that additional complexities
have emerged (inflation costs, capital funding, rate structure feedback, etc.) that will
require development of an entirely new rate model with a new rate study as its basis.

Casitas MWD staff contacted one of the initial respondents, Bartle Wells Associates and
after discussing the current issues was able to obtain a proposal.

Services to be provided include:

e Review and propose modifications to revenue requirements.
e Conduct cost of service analysis.
e Review and propose changes to current rates including:
- Review the composition and construction of all customer classes
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- Evaluation of the District current tiered water rate structure and
recommend changes to recover fixed costs and commodity cost

- Demonstrate that any alternative rate structure is easy to understand
and administer and can be accommodated with the existing District
billing system and complies with all laws, regulations and policy, are
defensible and documented, and are developed to comply with
Propositions 218 and 26

- Provide the District a user-friendly water rate and service fees model.

e Provide presentations to the District’s Elected Officials and the public.

DISCUSSION:
The attached proposal from Bartle Wells Associates provides the experience,
qualifications, project approach, organization and timeline.

The current desired schedule is to have the new rates in place sometime during the
summer months of 2023.

The proposal received from Bartle Wells Associates is attached.

FUNDING SOURCE:
This is an unbudgeted item for fiscal year 2022-2023.

Approve an increase to the Lake Recreation Area Replacement Aquatic Play Structure budget in
the amount of $150,000.

BACKGROUND:

The Casitas Water Adventure began operating the Aquatic Play Structure (APS) in 1998 and
expanded in 2003 to include the Lazy River, Lagoon, Splash Pad and Shower House. The CWA
provides a safe and sanitary environment to enjoy aquatic recreation to approximately 80,000
guests each summer. The CWA also provides additional revenue to help offset staff costs and
operational expenses.

In June 2022, the Board approved the replacement Aquatic Play Structure project with a budget
of $2,765,000 and entered into an installment agreement with a lender for the full amount.

Subsequent operation of the Casitas Water Adventure is estimated to provide a surplus, net of
costs, of approximately $900,000 each season.

DISCUSSION:

The Casitas Water Adventure (CWA) replacement Aquatic Play Structure is currently being
installed by the manufacturer and expects to be ready in time for the Memorial Day 2023
opening.

Construction costs to prepare the site including concrete pad and pillar installation were greater
than expected and the current budget has been exhausted.

Work remaining includes mostly electrical wiring, installation of control interfaces, and some
piping modifications that are expected to be completed with the assistance of contractor
services.

Staff expects these additional costs not to exceed $150,000.
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BUDGETARY IMPACT:

This is an unbudgeted expense and would be met with the District’s reserves. Proceeds from
operation of the Casitas Water Adventure would be used to return these funds to the District

during subsequent fiscal years.

An analysis of the estimated net operational revenue from the Casitas Water Adventure for the

Summer 2023 season is provided below for reference.

The District’s 2018 Condition Based Assessment and Water Master Plan for the Ojai Water
System recommended the replacement of existing undersized or aging 6-inch and 8-inch cast
iron pipeline on West and East Ojai Avenue starting west of Bristol Road and traversing east to
Oak Glen Avenue.

Task Order 2018-08 was issued to Water Works Engineers (WWE) to provide engineering
design and support services during construction. Five amendments were approved for
additional Engineering Services as listed in the table provided herein.
