Minutes of the Casitas Municipal Water District
Board Meeting Held
March 25, 2015

A meeting of the Board of Directors was held March 25, 2015 at the District office
in Oak View, California. The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. Directors
Bergen, Kaiser, Baggerly, Word and Hicks were present. Also present were
Steve Wickstrum, General Manager, Rebekah Vieira, Clerk of the Board, and
Attorney, John Mathews. There were three staff members and one member of
the public in attendance. President Bergen led the group in the flag salute.

1. Public Comments (items not on the agenda — three minute limit).
None
2. General Manager comments.

Mr. Wickstrum reported that Casitas has showed up on a listing from
California Fish & Wildlife as being approved for stocking. Carol has been
working hard for the last two weeks to determine what this is. It is a one year
approval and she has also been working to ensure that where the fish come from
is quagga free. The Fillmore hatchery does not have a lot of fish at the moment
and the warming waters are not a god time to plant. We had been waiting for a
Biological Opinion but we have not seen that yet. We have to be patient and see
how this plays out. The Department of Fish & Wildlife will plant when they are
ready. Park Services Manager Carol Belser reported that we are approved for
15,000 Ibs. this calendar year and they, DFW can provide us with 5,000 Ibs.
With our own funds we might be able to plant but we will have to have a permit
issued to plant the remaining 10,000 Ibs. with fish purchased by Casitas. Next
year will require a new approval. Director Kaiser thanked her for staying on top
of this. Mr. Wickstrum then mentioned that an area is being closed for spawning
at station canyon. Other areas that are usually spawning habitat are dry at this
time.

The submittal for participation in the multi-year pool was sent in for
Casitas and the City of Ventura. We were the only participants to contribute to
the multi-year pool.

3. Board of Director comments.

Director Hicks commented that he was gone for three weeks but heard
that the city lost their suit against United. Mr. Mathews explained it was a
unanimous decision by the court of appeals that they did not violate 218 and they
awarded United’s attorney fees.

4. Board of Director Verbal Reports on Meetings Attended.

President Bergen reported on the AWA meeting regarding Groundwater
Sustainability Act provisions. There is expected to be a lot of disagreements and

litigation surrounding this.

Director Hicks questioned the bill from the County regarding election prep
costs. There were still costs incurred even though the two directors ran
unopposed.

Director Kaiser questioned the payment to the City of Oxnard and Mr.
Wickstrum explained that is for our participation with a water conservation grant.

7. Oral presentation by District Counsel regarding review and consideration
of approval of part-time employment for relatives of board members.

Mr. Mathews excused Director Kaiser who recused himself at 3:14 p.m.
since the discussion involved his relatives.

Mr. Mathews stated that this was on the agenda two months ago and it
was continued so he could review it further. He explained that there are no anti-
nepotism laws in California. The District’s policy says that no person should be
employed who is a direct or indirect relative without approval of the Board of
Directors. Government Code 87100 deals with financial conflict of interest law as
part of the political reform act. Because of the potential hiring of a minor child per
Government Code 1090 et seq. the director cannot participate in the discussion
before the board. The last issue is if this constitutes a conflict of interest under
common law and | could not find anything that would prevent the hiring of an
adult child or a minor child but as we pointed out back in 2011, the director has to
obtain advice from the Fair Political Practices Commission and the question they
have to ask themselves is the perception issue.

George Galgas mentioned ethics training that is attended by the directors
and provided an example of a nepotism scandal from the state senate. He



opposes nepotism and urged the board to oppose the hiring of a director’'s
children by casting a no vote to this action.

Staff present also expressed that they have made decisions to not have
their children work at the district to avoid any potential issues. Additionally the
board was made aware that from the staff’'s perspective the board has a direct
and indirect influence on staff and it is a burden to supervise the board’s children.
It would be difficult to deal with disciplining a board member’s child.

Director Hicks moved to allow them to be hired. The motion failed for lack
of a second.

Director Kaiser returned to the meeting at 3:43 p.m.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors consider the water supply and demand
conditions, and direct the General Manager to bring forward to the Board on April 22, 2015, a
resolution to declare a Stage 2 water supply condition.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION:

As the Lake Casitas water storage level continues to decline toward 50 percent, | find that it is
necessary to inform the Board of Directors of the current water supply and demand status, and
begin the discussion on actions that may be implemented pursuant to the Casitas Water
Efficiency and Allocation Program. This memorandum is to follow up with an update from the
Status Report provided to the Board in the January 2, 2015 memorandum.

Weather Conditions.

NOAA'’s drought outlook for winter 2015 that favored enhanced chances for a wetter-than-
normal winter across the southern half of the State did not materialize. As of April 1, 2015, the
weather station at Casitas Dam has recorded less than 10 inches of rainfall for Water Year
2015. Extremely dry conditions were present as early as mid-March 2015, with no prospects
for appreciable precipitation for the remainder of the Water Year 2015.

California is now experiencing what has been called the third worst drought period in recorded
California history and the fourth consecutive below average rainfall year.

Surface Water Storage — Lake Casitas.

With no prospects of additional rain events, Lake Casitas storage will decline to a 50 percent
storage condition in April 2015 and will continue to decline through the remaining Water Year
2015. Lake Casitas will see water storage levels that have not been seen since prior to 1967.
As provided by previous Status Report (1/2/15), Lake Casitas may see storage depletions as
much as 22,000 acre-feet per year, depending upon water demands, evaporation, and
additional inflow events. Another dry winter during 2016 could result in Lake Casitas declining
to a 40 percent storage level.

Operating in the bottom half of Lake Casitas will likely bring other water supply and quality
challenges to the District, as described in the following:



1) The continuation of storage decline to lesser levels in Lake Casitas could result in water
shortages that could impact all classifications of water service, even to the extent of
limiting water service strictly for public health and safety purposes. The district has
plans for the implementation of demand reductions in each customer classification to
lessen the risk of running the lake to minimum pool or dry condition.

2) The decline in lake storage in the lower half of Lake Casitas can also have significant
impacts on water quality and water deliveries. In 2014, the District experienced water
guality problems that are associated with a higher percentage of anoxic zone water that
effects dissolved oxygen, sulfur, and manganese levels in the lake water. These water
guality problems are very likely to reoccur and even intensify as the lake transitions to
lower levels of storage.

3) The lake may experience more persistent algae blooms that can result in taste and
odor in the lake water and may impact the water production rate of the filtration
process. The algae blooms will require more aggressive lake management in the form
of chemical treatments and possibly operational and/or facility changes at the treatment
plant.

4) The physical ability to move water out of Lake Casitas will diminish as the lake
transitions to lower storage levels. The hydraulics of the system is now influenced by
the implementation of the pressure filtration plant that did not exist in previous periods
of low lake storage.

Groundwater.

After the dry winter of 2015, the local groundwater supplies in the Upper Ventura River and
Ojai basins continue to decline appreciably since last being at or near full stage in 2011. It can
be anticipated that by early summer 2015, many groundwater pumpers of the Upper Ventura
River and Ojai Basin will have begun to rely more on the Lake Casitas water supply to meet
their water needs.

It is worthy of noting that with minimal rainfall in 2015, the groundwater pumpers did make a
significant cutback of demand on the Casitas system. Some of this is related to the availability
of the groundwater and rainfall amounts, and some to the credit of the water conservation
efforts by water users.

Water Demands.
The water demands placed on the Lake Casitas supply are compiled through the metering of
water use by the various classifications of customers. Each and every water service
connection to the Casitas system is actively metered and read on either a monthly or bi-
monthly basis. The annual water demands for Lake Casitas vary primarily due to two factors:
1) High rainfall years that supply water for outdoor irrigation, resulting in a reduced need
for supplemental water from Lake Casitas; or
2) Low rainfall years, or consecutive low rainfall years, that result in the need to
supplement rainfall for outdoor irrigation and supplement groundwater supplies,
causing a higher demand for Lake Casitas water.

The increase in annual water demands from Lake Casitas during the FY 2010-2014 period is



illustrated in Table 1, and compared to the water demands in FY 1988-89 (the 3" year of
drought for the 1987-1991 drought period). The water demand trends during the most recent
four fiscal years (2010-2014) are primarily related to the lack of local rainfall, Lake Casitas
supplementing the lack of rainfall, and the shift from depleted groundwater basins to Lake
Casitas water supply by agriculture and resale classifications.

The escalating water demand trend for most of the customer classifications during the FY
2010 -14 periods are similar to that observed during the 1986-1991 drought period, but the
magnitude of the water demand in FY 2013-14 is approximately 3,000 acre-feet less than that
which was experienced during FY 1988-89. This change in water demand is primarily related
to changes in the Resale classification. The Residential classification does not show a
significant reduction in water sales due to the issuance of approximately 325 acre-feet of water
allocations to residential development during 1992 to 2014.

The FY 2014-15 water demands started off in July 2014 with a continuation of the effects of
the lack of rainfall in 2014. But in late July, the State Water Board issued an emergency
regulation to require the implementation of mandatory water conservation restrictions on
outdoor irrigation of ornamental landscapes and turf, and restrictions that are commonly found
in Water Waste Prohibition ordinances. Casitas and other local water agencies followed the
State Water Board’s direction with changes to their Water Waste Prohibition ordinances and
provided a public information campaign to announce to its customers the need to conserve
water. The results since August 2014 to March 2015 are illustrated in Table 2. The FY 2014-
15 total water use is19 percent less than that recorded in the same months of FY2013-14.
The public’s efforts to conserve water could keep water demands from escalating to the
annual safe yield of Lake Casitas (20,840 acre-feet) in what will be the fourth year of drought.

Actions in Place.

Water Waste Prohibition Regulations. By Ordinance No. 92-5, the District has

established regulations to prohibit the waste of water and the determination of specific

enforcement actions that would be applied to anyone found to be wasting water.

Ordinance 92-5 has been updated several times, most recently in August 2014 to be
more specific on outdoor irrigation restrictions. Since August 2014, staff have received
and acted upon approximately 70 reports of water waste, with successful compliance by

customers.

Water Supply Capital Facilities Charges. By Ordinance No. 92-5, the District

established water capital facilities charges to be applied to all new service connection

and expansions of existing water use. The charge has been adjusted several times
since 1992 and adopted into the Casitas Rates and Regulations for Water Service.

Water Efficiency and Allocation Program (WEAP). By Ordinance 92-7, the District
established the WEAP to provide a staged process for assigning water allocations and
associated rate schedules to customers which will result in a balance between supplies

and demand through an equitable distribution of the existing water supplies. The

language of Ordinance 92-7 was then adopted into the Casitas Rates and Regulations

for Water Service.

Water Conservation Program. In 1992, the water conservation program was primarily

directed toward the assignment of allocations to individual water customers and



new/expanding customers. Since 2002, the water conservation program has expanded
its water conservation efforts to assist customers with fixture retrofits, irrigation surveys,
residential and institutional water use surveys, provision of water conservation materials
to local schools, public workshops and presentations on a wide variety of water
conservation topics, financing assistance for water well improvements, and the
development of the District’'s Urban Water Management Plans (2005 and 2010).

State of California. In 2014, the Governor issued two executive orders to declare a
state of emergency due to the continuing drought conditions and signed drought
legislation (SB 103 and 104) that would provide $687.4 million to support drought relief.

In July 2014, the State Water Board Governor signed emergency regulations that called
on all local agencies to implement their water shortage contingency plans and to locally
enforce Water Waste Prohibitions and water Shortage Contingency Plans to cause
water conservation in 2014 and 2015. This action also called for the monthly reporting
of direct urban water use to the State, monitoring conservation relative to amount of
water consumed in 2013.

On Aprill, 2015, Governor Brown issued Executive Order B-29-15 to order that the
State Water Resources Control Board (Water Board) impose restrictions to achieve a
statewide 25% reduction in potable urban water usage through February 28, 2016. The
detailed requirements of this order are being developed by the State Water Resources
Control Board and expected to be in place by July 2015.

Actions to Take Place.

Policy. The District recognizes that policies are in need of review and revision where
necessary.

1) Revisions to the 1992 WEAP. A significant revision of the 1992 WEAP is being
undertaken and should be completed for review by the Board and public in April
2015. The elements of the WEAP must also incorporate a review of the District’s
current water rate structure and assure compliance with Prop 218 and Prop 26
before adoption of the 2015 WEAP. The revised WEAP action will also identify
changes to water allocation assignments and revised water demand reduction
measures. The draft WEAP is presently being reviewed by Raftelis Financial
Consultants, Inc., in conjunction with performing a new rate study for Casitas.

2) Revisions to the Casitas Rate and Regulations for Water Service. The Rates
and Regulations for Water Service will need significant changes to reflect the
revised 2015 WEAP. .

3) Revisions to the Casitas Billing System. On APRIL 1, 2015, Staff successfully
completed and tested the implementation of monthly reading equipment for all
direct customers of Casitas. The monthly billing will begin in July 2015 for all
direct customers. The billing system must be re-programmed to incorporate the
allocation program for compliance with demand reduction measures and
notification of water use in compliance with assigned allocation.




4) Decision to transition to Stage 2. The Casitas Urban Water Management Plan
calls for a transition to Stage 2 as Lake Casitas attains fifty percent capacity.
This action would call for a mandatory 20 percent reduction in water use by
customers through the implementation of water pricing. It should be noted that
the Governor’s Executive Order B-29-15 may increase the required amount of
demand reduction significantly, depending on the outcome of the Water Board’s
determination on the demand reduction imposed by the State.

The Board may consider in its next meeting in April 2015 to declare that a Stage
2 condition exists, heighten public communication efforts that are directed toward
additional water conservation by all customers, and transition to Stage 2 demand
reduction measures upon the implementation of the changes in billing software.

5) Memorandum of Understanding with local groundwater purveyors. An additional
action to consider is the development of a memorandum of understanding with
local groundwater agencies that desire to conjunctively and cooperatively act
with Casitas during drought conditions. District counsel has been asked to
review the draft MOU and provide guidance.

Capital Improvements. In anticipation of declining water storage levels in Lake
Casitas, staff has recognized several capital improvements that need to be planned and
implemented in a timely manner.

1) The District is presently pursuing the installation of a hypo limnetic aeration
system to add oxygen to the anoxic zone water. This project has been designed,
specifications for bidding are planned to be available in January 2015, and the
project is expected to be operational during the 2015 summer. State drought
grant funding is being applied to this project.

2) Additional planning and timely implementation of methods to improve the water
system hydraulics will need to be accomplished in the next year. This may
include the consideration of lake pumps, much like that implemented at Lake
Cachuma to move water from minimum pool to the intake structure, or booster
pumps at the head of the pressure filtration plant. Staff is directed to begin the
planning effort and seek information from local reservoir, such as Lake
Cachuma, that has experienced low lake level conditions.

Conclusions.

1) The water storage at Lake Casitas is at the fifty percent level of remaining water stored,
and will continue to decline until additional local rainfall and runoff occurs.

2) The Casitas water demands in FY 2014-15 are presently less than that experienced in
FY 2013-14 (Table 2).

3) The Water Board will be issuing further directives and goals for water conservation by
urban water users that may exceed the 20% that Casitas is presently requiring of its



customers, and may act further in accordance with State orders.

4) The system to implement mandatory pricing incentives will be available in the summer
of 2015.

5) The Board should declare that a Stage 2 condition exists, and direct staff to implement
the changes and systems necessary to achieve the goals of the State and Casitas.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Board of Directors
BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION:

On April 1, 2015, Governor Brown held a press conference in a dry field at Echo
Summit in the Sierras to announce that a state of emergency exists due to the current
drought condition and for the first time in California history ordered statewide mandatory
water conservation.

Prior to the Governor’'s announcement, water agencies were notified on April 1, 2015 at
8:23 AM by email from Wade Crowfoot, Deputy Cabinet Secretary & Senior Advisor to
Governor Brown, that a stakeholder’s call would be conducted at 10:45 AM. Ron
Merckling and | listened to the stakeholder’s call that featured a presentation by Felicia
Marcus, Chair of the State Water Resources Control Board, on the State’s drought
action. Ms. Marcus started the presentation with the acknowledgement that California
is starting the fourth consecutive year of drought, lowest snow pack since snowpack
started to be measured in the 1950’s, and that an executive order from the Governor is
intended to build resilience in water supplies with carrots and sticks. The State is
seeing water conservation as a way of life and the current trend could go on for years.

The next discussion by Ms. Marcus highlighted the order and provisions that are
contained in Executive Order B-29-15. A copy of the Order is attached to this
memorandum for further reference. The thirty-one orders and provisions are very
direct, but will require further refinement of the details for implementation by the Water
Board and water agencies. The key elements of the Order that will apply to Casitas
are:

2. “...impose restrictions to achieve a statewide 25% reduction in potable urban
water usage through February 28, 2016....require that those areas with
higher per capita use achieve proportionately greater reductions than
those with low use.”

The Water Board will be soliciting public input on the development of



tiered reduction requirements, and expect to have the reduction tiers
completed by July 2015. This may result in an increase to Casitas’
current direction of a 20% demand reduction goal. Casitas staff will
participate in public sessions.

3. “....a statewide initiative, in partnership with local agencies, to collectively
replace 50 million square feet of lawns and ornamental turf with drought
tolerant landscapes....The Department shall provide funding to allow for
lawn replacement programs in underserved communities...”

Casitas has not moved to this measure to date. If Casitas does provide a
lawn replacement program, additional staffing resources will be needed.
Once again, the details of this order have to be developed by the
department before we actually know the true impact or availability of this
funding.

5. “....impose restrictions to require that commercial, industrial, and institutional
properties, such as campuses, golf courses, and cemeteries, immediately
implement water efficiency measures to reduce potable water usage in an
amount consistent with the reduction targets mandated by Directive 2....”

Again, there is to be more details from the Department on the degree of
demand reduction to be attained by these water customers. Staff has
discussed the need to outreach with local schools regarding their turf
maintenance programs — may be opportunities to address some of the turf
issues with Directive 3 funding , if made available by the State. The local
golf courses have been very proactive with their turf watering practices
and infrastructure modernization.

8. “....direct urban water suppliers to develop rate structures and other pricing
mechanisms, including surcharges, fees, and penalties, to maximize water
conservation consistent with statewide water regulations....”

Casitas has a tiered water rate structure that is intended to promote water
conservation and the Casitas Water Efficiency and Allocation Program will
further support the effort to maximize the water conservation efforts that
could be adapted to be consistent with statewide water regulations.

As staff interacts with the Water Board and determines the details that result from the
Executive Order, staff will inform the Casitas Board of Directors and propose changes
to policy and procedures of the District.

EXECUTIVE ORDER B-29-15

WHEREAS on January 17, 2014, | proclaimed a State of Emergency to exist
throughout the State of California due to severe drought conditions; and

WHEREAS on April 25, 2014, | proclaimed a Continued State of Emergency
to exist throughout the State of California due to the ongoing drought; and

WHEREAS California's water supplies continue to be severely depleted
despite a limited amount of rain and snowfall this winter, with record low snowpack
in the Sierra Nevada mountains, decreased water levels in most of California’s
reservoirs, reduced flows in the state’s rivers and shrinking supplies in underground
water basins; and

WHEREAS the severe drought conditions continue to present urgent
challenges including: drinking water shortages in communities across the state,
diminished water for agricultural production, degraded habitat for many fish and
wildlife species, increased wildfire risk, and the threat of saltwater contamination to
fresh water supplies in the Sacramento-San Joaquin Bay Delta; and

WHEREAS a distinct possibility exists that the current drought will stretch into
a fifth straight year in 2016 and beyond; and

WHEREAS new expedited actions are needed to reduce the harmful impacts
from water shortages and other impacts of the drought; and

WHEREAS the magnitude of the severe drought conditions continues to
present threats beyond the control of the services, personnel, equipment, and
facilities of any single local government and require the combined forces of a mutual
aid region or regions to combat; and

WHEREAS under the provisions of section 8558(b) of the Government Code,
| find that conditions of extreme peril to the safety of persons and property continue
to exist in California due to water shortage and drought conditions with which local
authority is unable to cope; and

WHEREAS under the provisions of section 8571 of the California
Government Code, | find that strict compliance with various statutes and regulations
specified in this order would prevent, hinder, or delay the mitigation of the effects of
the drought.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, EDMUND G. BROWN JR., Governor of the State of
California, in accordance with the authority vested in me by the Constitution and
statutes of the State of California, in particular Government Code sections 8567 and
8571 of the California Government Code, do hereby issue this Executive Order,
effective immediately.
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IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

1. The orders and provisions contained in my January 17, 2014 Proclamation,
my April 25, 2014 Proclamation, and Executive Orders B-26-14 and B-28-14
remain in full force and effect except as modified herein.

SAVE WATER

2. The State Water Resources Control Board (Water Board) shall impose
restrictions to achieve a statewide 25% reduction in potable urban water
usage through February 28, 2016. These restrictions will require water
suppliers to California’s cities and towns to reduce usage as compared to the
amount used in 2013. These restrictions should consider the relative per
capita water usage of each water suppliers’ service area, and require that
those areas with high per capita use achieve proportionally greater reductions
than those with low use. The California Public Utilities Commission is
requested to take similar action with respect to investor-owned utilities
providing water services.

3. The Department of Water Resources (the Department) shall lead a statewide
initiative, in partnership with local agencies, to collectively replace 50 million
square feet of lawns and ornamental turf with drought tolerant landscapes.
The Department shall provide funding to allow for lawn replacement programs
in underserved communities, which will complement local programs already
underway across the state.

4. The California Energy Commission, jointly with the Department and the Water
Board, shall implement a time-limited statewide appliance rebate program to
provide monetary incentives for the replacement of inefficient household
devices. '

5. The Water Board shall impose restrictions to require that commercial,
industrial, and institutional properties, such as campuses, golf courses, and
cemeteries, immediately implement water efficiency measures to reduce
potable water usage in an amount consistent with the reduction targets -
mandated by Directive 2 of this Executive Order.

6. The Water Board shall prohibit irrigation with potable water of ornamental turf
on public street medians.

7. The Water Board shall prohibit irrigation with potable water outside of newly
constructed homes and buildings that is not delivered by drip or microspray
systems.

The Water Board shall direct urban water suppliers to develop rate structures
and other pricing mechanisms, including but not limited to surcharges, fees,
and penalties, to maximize water conservation consistent with statewide
water restrictions. The Water Board is directed to adopt emergency
regulations, as it deems necessary, pursuant to Water Code section 1058.5 to
implement this directive. The Water Board is further directed to work with
state agencies and water suppliers to identify mechanisms that would
encourage and facilitate the adoption of rate structures and other pricing
mechanisms that promote water conservation. The California Public Utilities
Commission is requested to take similar action with respect to investor-owned
utilities providing water services.

INCREASE ENFORCEMENT AGAINST WATER WASTE

The Water Board shall require urban water suppliers to provide monthly
information on water usage, conservation, and enforcement on a permanent
basis.

The Water Board shall require frequent reporting of water diversion and use
by water right holders, conduct inspections to determine whether illegal
diversions or wasteful and unreasonable use of water are occurring, and bring
enforcement actions against illegal diverters and those engaging in the
wasteful and unreasonable use of water. Pursuant to Government Code
sections 8570 and 8627, the Water Board is granted authority to inspect
property or diversion facilities to ascertain compliance with water rights laws
and regulations where there is cause to believe such laws and regulations
have been violated. When access is not granted by a property owner, the
Water Board may obtain an inspection warrant pursuant to the procedures set
forth in Title 13 (commencing with section 1822.50) of Part 3 of the Code of
Civil Procedure for the purposes of conducting an inspection pursuant to this
directive. -

The Department shall update the State Model Water Efficient Landscape
Ordinance through expedited regulation. This updated Ordinance shall
increase water efficiency standards for new and existing landscapes through
more efficient irrigation systems, greywater usage, onsite storm water
capture, and by limiting the portion of landscapes that can be covered in turf.
It will also require reporting on the implementation and enforcement of local
ordinances, with required reports due by December 31, 2015. The
Department shall provide information on local compliance to the Water Board,
which shall consider adopting regulations or taking appropriate enforcement
actions to promote compliance. The Department shall provide technical
assistance and give priority in grant funding to public agencies for actions
necessary to comply with local ordinances.

Agricultural water suppliers that supply water to more than 25,000 acres shall
include in their required 2015 Agricultural Water Management Plans a
detailed drought management plan that describes the actions and measures
the supplier will take to manage water demand during drought. The
Department shall require those plans to include quantification of water
supplies and demands for 2013, 2014, and 2015 to the extent data is
available. The Department will provide technical assistance to water
suppliers in preparing the plans. i

Agricultural water suppliers that supply water to 10,000 to 25,000 acres of
irrigated lands shall develop Agricultural Water Management Plans and
submit the plans to the Department by July 1, 2016. These plans shall
include a detailed drought management plan and quantification of water
supplies and demands in 2013, 2014, and 2015, to the exient that data is
available. The Department shall give priority in grant funding to agricultural
water suppliers that supply water to 10,000 to 25,000 acres of land for
development and implementation of Agricultural Water Management Plans.

The Department shall report to Water Board on the status of the Agricultural
Water Management Plan submittals within one month of receipt of those
reports.

Local water agencies in high and medium priority groundwater basins shall
immediately implement all requirements of the California Statewide
Groundwater Elevation Monitoring Program pursuant to Water Code section
10933. The Department shall refer noncompliant local water agencies within
high and medium priority groundwater basins to the Water Board by
December 31, 2015, which shall consider adopting regulations or taking
appropriate enforcement to promote compliance.

The California Energy Commission shall adopt emergency regulations
establishing standards that improve the efficiency of water appliances,
including toilets, urinals, and faucets available for sale and installation in new
and existing buildings.

INVEST IN NEW TECHNOLOGIES

Board, shall implement a Water Energy Technology (WET) program to deploy
innovative water management technologies for businesses, residents,
industries, and agriculture. This program will achieve water and energy
savings and greenhouse gas reductions by accelerating use of cutting-edge
technologies such as renewable energy-powered desalination, integrated on-
site reuse systems, water-use monitoring software, irrigation system timing
and precision technology, and on-farm precision technology.

The California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection shall [aunch a
public information campaign to educate the public on actions they can take to
help to prevent wildfires including the proper treatment of dead and dying
trees. Pursuant to Government Code section 8645, $1.2 million from the State
Responsibility Area Fire Prevention Fund (Fund 3063) shall be allocated to
the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to carry out this
directive.

The Energy Commission shall expedite the processing of all applications or
petitions for amendments to power plant certifications issued by the Energy
Commission for the purpose of securing alternate water supply necessary for
continued power plant operation. Title 20, section 1769 of the California
Code of Regulations is hereby waived for any such petition, and the Energy
Commission is authorized to create and implement an alternative process to
consider such petitions. This process may delegate amendment approval
authority, as appropriate, to the Energy Commission Executive Director. The
Energy Commission shall give timely notice to all relevant local, regional, and
state agencies of any petition subject to this directive, and shall post on its
website any such petition.

For purposes of carrying out directives 2-9, 11, 16-17, 20-23, and 25,
Division 13 (commencing with section 21000) of the Public Resources Code

For actions called for in this proclamation in directive 20, the Department
shall exercise any authority vested in the Central Valley Flood Protection
Board, as codified in Water Code section 8521, et seq., that is necessary to
enable these urgent actions to be taken more quickly than otherwise possible.
The Director of the Department of Water Resources is specifically authorized,
on behalf of the State of California, to request that the Secretary of the Army,
on the recommendation of the Chief of Engineers of the Army Corps of
Engineers, grant any permission required pursuant to section 14 of the Rivers
and Harbors Act of 1899 and codified in section 48 of title 33 of the United
States Code.

The Department is directed to enter into agreements with landowners for the
purposes of planning and installation of the Emergency Drought Barriers in
2015 to the extent necessary to accommodate access to barrier locations,
land-side and water-side construction, and materials staging in proximity to
barrier locations. Where the Department is unable to reach an agreement
with landowners, the Department may exercise the full authority of
Government Code section 8572.

For purposes of this Executive Order, chapter 3.5 (commencing with section
11340) of part 1 of division 3 of the Government Code and chapter 5
(commencing with section 25400) of division 15 of the Public Resources
Code are suspended for the development and adoption of regulations or
guidelines needed to carry out the provisions in this Order. Any entity issuing
regulations or guidelines pursuant to this directive shall conduct a public .
meeting on the regulations and guidelines prior to adopting them.
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31. In order to ensure that equipment and services necessary for drought
response can be procured quickly, the provisions of the Government Code
and the Public Contract Code applicable to state contracts, including, but not
limited to, advertising and competitive bidding requirements, are hereby
suspended for directives 17, 20, and 24. Approval by the Department of
Finance is required prior to the execution of any contract entered into
pursuant to these directives.

This Executive Order is not intended to, and does not, create any rights or
benefits, substantive or procedural, enforceable at law or in equity, against the State
of California, its agencies, departments, entities, officers, employees, or any other
person.

| FURTHER DIRECT that as soon as hereafter possible, this Order be filed in
the Office of the Secretary of State and that widespread publicity and notice be given
to this Order.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors approve of the funding participation with
Ventura River Water District, pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding, to retain
Brownstein Hyatt Farber Schreck, LLP to provide legal services for the formation of the
Groundwater Sustainability Agency (GSA), and direct the General Manager to inform
the Ventura River Water District of this approved participation of funding.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION:

During the regular meeting of the Board of Directors on March 11, 2015, a
Memorandum of Understanding for the formation of a Groundwater Sustainability
Agency was approved by the Board. As noted in Section VI b. of the MOU, the scope
of work and expenses larger than $10,000 shall have unanimous approval by the
governing bodies of the Agencies prior to expenditure of funds. Ventura River Water
District, on behalf of the five agencies that are presently participating in the GSA
formation discussions, has received a proposal for legal services that will lead to the
formation of the GSA. The total cost for the legal services is not to exceed $40,000,
unless unanticipated circumstances develop. If approved by the Casitas Board of
Directors, Casitas would participate equally in the payment of the costs for legal
services. Ventura River Water District is the contracting agency that would look to
Casitas for reimbursement of an equal proportion of the contract costs. Based on five
participants and a $40,000 contract, Casitas equal proportion of costs is $8,000.

During the Board meeting of March 25, 2015, Director Baggerly asked if there was a
sole intent on forming a Joint Powers Agency (JPA), as stated in the proposal, and
should other ways to form the GSA be considered. The item was tabled until further
review.

Director Baggerly’s question was asked of the Russell McGlothlin, of Brownstein Hyatt
Farber Schreck, LLP, and the response on March 27" was:
“Yes, the group could certainly pursue an alternative to a JPA to form the
GSA. Our fee agreement discusses the formation of a JPA because |
understood that to be the direction discussed when | met with the group, and



it may afford certain advantages, but that need not be a foregone conclusion.
As an alternative, the GSA may be formed pursuant to a memorandum of
agreement or other legal agreement (WC 10723.6). | agree that the group
should explore the advantages and disadvantages of both approaches. If
you/Casitas feel it is preferable for us to revise the fee agreement, we can do
so. | can also simply provide a clarifying letter that an early element of work
would be to discuss whether a JPA is the right arrangement or not and then
proceed from there.”

On the same day Mr. Bert Rapp, General Manager for the Ventura River Water District,
responded to Mr. McGlothlin’'s email that a response could be given by a follow up
email rather than a letter and that one of the first tasks will be to work with the group to
decide on the governance structure of the GSA. Mr. McGlothlin responded:
“We understand that it is not a foregone conclusion that the GSA for the
Upper Ventura River Basin should be a JPA. As noted in my email below, as
an alternative, the group could form the GSA pursuant to a memorandum of
agreement or other legal agreement if that were deemed preferable. Thus,
the first order of business will be for the exploratory committee to select the
type of formation they would prefer.”

It is therefore recommended that the Casitas Board of Directors consider the approval
of funding participation based upon the email response from Mr. McGlothlin that his
contract will include the exploration of alternative governance structures for the GSA

Recommendation

It is recommended that the Board of Directors authorize the General
Manager to sign a purchase order contract with Kaman Bearing in an amount
not to exceed $65,000.00 for the purchase of a pump motor.

Background and Discussion

Recently Rincon Pump Plant unit no. 1’s motor failed. Several years ago the
plant was upgraded with new motor control centers. Rincon Pump Plant unit 1
is controlled by a Variable Frequency Drive.

Upon inspection at the motor repair facility, it was determined that both
the rotor and stator were defective. The best option is to purchase a new
inverter duty rated motor (current motor is non-inverter duty rated). Inverter
duty rated motors are recommended to be used with variable frequency drive
controllers. Casitas received multiple quotes from vendors. After further
analysis the US Motor was found to meet the operational needs at this facility
and best met the requirements of the request for quotes. This is an unbudgeted
item.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended the board of directors:

1. Approve a purchase order to Prominent Systems, Inc. in the amount of $26,752.00 for the removal,
cleaning and reinstallation of media in filter #8.

2. Authorize the purchase of supplemental filter media in the event it is required; two alternative bid
amounts were submitted by Prominent in the amount of $2,644.50 for 54 cubic feet of fine garnet
(30-40mesh) and $4,618.00 for 90 cubic feet of anthracite (1.0-1.2mm).

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION:

The Marion Walker Filtration Plant has 8 pressure filters, which have been in operation for 20 years. In
order to maintain optimum filter performance and ensure that the media continues to meet performance
standards, the treatment staff have developed an ongoing preventative maintenance program. Prior media
cleaning jobs were performed for filter #3 in 2013, and filter #1 in 2014. The FY 2014/15 budget contains
funds in the amount of $35,000.000 for the project.

Three contractors were contacted and invited to submit bids:

Prominent Systems, Inc. James Harvey ($26,752.00)
ERS Industrial Services, Inc. Rick Langlois ($30,778.34)
Offshore Construction, Inc. Mike McDole (declined to bid)

The work required to remove, clean, and install the media is specialized. Prominent Systems, Inc. has
performed a prior job walk and is fully aware of the project requirements. They completed a filter project of
similar scope for Casitas in 2012 and demonstrated satisfactory workmanship.
